Surface Water Treatment Plant Wash Water Tank #2 | Coalinga, CA

Project Manager. The project consisted of planning, design, and construction of a new 300,000 gallon welded steel standpipe
tank. Geotechnical conditions required subsurface stabilization piles and special foundation requirements. The new 60-foot-
tall wash water tank features a hydrodynamic mixing system to prevent stratification and to improve turnover. The new tank
delivers 10,000 gallons per minute for 10-20 minutes to the filter beds. Drainage and overflow facilities were designed to
accommodate the new tank, as well as the existing tank..

Washwater Tank No. 1 Rehabilitation | City of San Luis Obispo, CA

Project Engineer. MKN developed construction documents for structural repair and rehabilitation of Washwater Tank No.

1 at the City's water treatment plant. Due to structural failure of the center column and rafter system, MKN developed and
evaluated alternatives to repair the tank, and upgrade to current seismic code. The City selected replacement of the steel roof
with a self-supporting aluminum roof, eliminating the failed column and rafter system, and eliminating the need for roof coating.
The project also increased the overall tank height to preserve the total storage volume, while providing adequate freeboard to
meet current code requirements.

Terrace Hill and Washwater Tank No. 2 Rehabilitations | City of San Luis Obispo, CA

Project Engineer. MKN developed construction documents for recoating and repair of two steel water storage tanks.
Additionally, MKN developed seismic improvements of the Terrace Hill Tank, revisions to the inlet/outlet piping, and passive
mixing systems to address water age and improve turnover of the tank. The seismic improvements included construction
documents for a new ringwall footing and anchorage, as well as installation of flexible connections. Based on the anticipated
cost of the necessary repairs, MKN assisted the City in evaluating alternatives for abandoning the Terrace Hill Tank. Ultimately,
MKN designed a new 16-inch water line and PRV connection to allow for removal of the tank while maintaining service to the
Terrace Hill Zone.

Tank and Well Condition Assessments | Camrosa Water District, Camarillo, CA

Project Engineer. The project team performed a condition assessment of 31 District tanks, groundwater wells, and pump
stations to develop priority-based CIP and conceptual cost estimates. The scope of work included the preparation of field
investigation reports, compilation and analysis of field data, generation of the Assessment Report, and development of
recommendations to the District for prioritization of recommended improvements.

Disinfection Byproduct Reduction Project | City of San Luis Obispo, CA

Project Manager. The project included the preparation of construction documents for improvements at the two-million-
gallon Clearwell #2 tank located at the water treatment plant (WTP) and the four-million-gallon Edna Saddle Tank located on
the southern side of the City. MKN performed a pre-design analysis, THM speciation, and THM rate-of-formation to evaluate
the efficacy of a proposed system to reduce TTHM at the Clearwell #2 through mixing and aeration. Mixing and mechanical
ventilation were proposed at Edna Tank. MKN ultimately prepared plans and specifications for the improvements at each tank
which resulted in a 40% reduction in THM leaving the WTP.

Obispo Water Storage Tank #2 | City of Guadalupe, CA

Project Manger. The project consisted of the design and construction of a new 350,000-gallon welded steel tank to serve
new development in the City of Guadalupe. In addition to design of the AWWA D100 tank, the project included the design of a
municipal booster pump station and water production well along with associated SCADA, backup power supply, pump station
building, and facilities for secondary disinfection using monochloramine residual.

Highland Water Line Replacement Highland Water Line Replacement | City of San Luis Obsipo, CA

Project Manager. MKN provided design services to replace approximately 165 feet of a 24-inch water line. This critical pipeline
section connected the City water treatment plant and Reservoir No. 2 to the downstream zones fed from Reservoir No. 2.

The condition of the pipe was unknown, and as the main supply line for 43% of the City’'s water demand, it was identified for
replacement due to the high risk associated with a potential pipeline failure. The replacement pipeline requires crossing a creek
and construction under the Union Pacific Railroad. Water service to customers must be maintained throughout the construction
phase.
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EXHIBIT B

INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

Prior to the beginning of and throughout the duration of the Work, Consultant will maintain
insurance in conformance with the requirements set forth below. Consultant will use existing
coverage to comply with these requirements. If that existing coverage does not meet the
requirements set forth here, Consultant agrees to amend, supplement or endorse the existing
coverage to do so. Consultant acknowledges that the insurance coverage and policy limits set forth
in this section constitute the minimum amount of coverage required. Any insurance proceeds
available to District in excess of the limits and coverage required in this agreement and which is
applicable to a given loss, will be available to District.

Consultant shall provide the following types and amounts of insurance:

Commercial General Liability Insurance using Insurance Services Office “Commercial General
Liability” policy from CG 00 01 or the equivalent. Defense costs must be paid in addition to limits.
There shall be no cross liability exclusion for claims or suits by one insured against another. Limits
are subject to review but in no event less than $1,000,000 per occurrence.

Business Auto Coverage on ISO Business Auto Coverage from CA 00 01 including symbol 1 (Any
Auto) or the equivalent. Limits are subject to review, but in no event to be less than $1,000,000
per accident. If Consultant owns no vehicles, this requirement may be satistied by a non-owned
auto endorsement to the general liability policy described above. If Consultant or Consultant’s
employees will use personal autos in any way on this project, Consultant shall provide evidence
of personal auto liability coverage for each such person.

Workers Compensation on a state-approved policy form providing statutory benefits as required
by law with employer’s liability limits no less than $1,000,000 per accident or disease.

Professional Liability or Errors and Omissions Insurance as appropriate shall be written on a policy
form coverage specifically designated to protect against acts, errors or omissions of the Consultant
and “Covered Professional Services” as designated in the policy must specifically include work
performed under this agreement. The policy limit shall be no less than $1,000,000 per claim and
in the aggregate. The policy must “pay on behalf of” the insured and must include a provision
establishing the insurer’s duty to defend the insured. The policy retroactive date shall be on or
before the effective date of this agreement.

Insurance procured pursuant to these requirements shall be written by insurer that are admitted
carriers in the state California and with an A.M. Bests rating of A- or better and a minimum
financial size VII.

General conditions pertaining to provision of insurance coverage by Consultant. Consultant and
District agree to the following with respect to insurance provided by Consultant:
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1. Consultant agrees to have its insurer endorse the third party general liability
coverage required herein to include as additional insureds District, its officials employees and
agents, using standard ISO endorsement No. CG 2010 with an edition prior to 1992 or current
equivalent. Consultant also agrees to require all consultants, and subcontractors to do likewise.

2. No liability insurance coverage provided to comply with this Agreement shall
prohibit Consultant, or Consultant’s employees, or agents, from waiving the right of subrogation
prior to a loss. Consultant agrees to waive subrogation rights against District regardless of the
applicability of any insurance proceeds, and to require all Consultants and subcontractors to do
likewise.

3. All insurance coverage and limits provided by Consultant and available or
applicable to this agreement are intended to apply to the full extent of the policies. Nothing
contained in this Agreement or any other agreement relating to the District or its operations limits
the application of such insurance coverage.

4. None of the coverages required herein will be in compliance with these
requirements if they include any limiting endorsement of any kind that has not been first submitted
to District and approved of in writing.

5. No liability policy shall contain any provision or definition that would serve to
eliminate so-called “third party action over” claims, including any exclusion for bodily injury to
an employee of the insured or of any Consultant or subcontractor.

6. All coverage types and limits required are subject to approval, modification and
additional requirements by the District, as the need arises. Consultant shall not make any
reductions in scope of coverage (e.g., elimination of contractual liability or reduction of discovery
period) that may affect District’s protection without District’s prior written consent.

7. Proof of compliance with these insurance requirements, consisting of certificates
of insurance evidencing all of the coverages required and an additional insured endorsement to
Consultant’s general liability policy, shall be delivered to District at or prior to the execution of
this Agreement. In the event such proof of any insurance is not delivered as required, or in the
event such insurance is canceled at any time and no replacement coverage is provided, District has
the right, but not the duty, to obtain any insurance it deems necessary to protect its interests under
this or any other agreement and to pay the premium. Any premium so paid by District shall be
charged to and promptly paid by Consultant or deducted from sums due Consultant, at District
option.

8. Certificate(s) are to reflect that the insurer will provide 30 days’ notice to District
of any cancellation of coverage. Consultant agrees to require its insurer to modify such certificates
to delete any exculpatory wording stating that failure of the insurer to mail written notice of
cancellation imposes no obligation, or that any party will “endeavor” (as opposed to being
required) to comply with the requirements of the certificate.
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9. It is acknowledged by the parties of this agreement that all insurance coverage
required to be provided by Consultant or any subcontractor, is intended to apply first and on a
primary, noncontributing basis in relation to any other insurance or self insurance available to
District.

10. Consultant agrees to ensure that subcontractors, and any other party involved with
the project that is brought onto or involved in the project by Consultant, provide the same minimum
insurance coverage required of Consultant. Consultant agrees to monitor and review all such
coverage and assumes all responsibility for ensuring that such coverage is provided in conformity
with the requirements of this section. Consultant agrees that upon request, all agreements with
subcontractors and others engaged in the project will be submitted to District for review.

11. Consultant agrees not to self-insure or to use any self-insured retentions or
deductibles on any portion of the insurance required herein and further agrees that it will not allow
any Consultant, subcontractor, Architect, Engineer or other entity or person in any way involved
in the performance of work on the project contemplated by this agreement to self-insure its
obligations to District. If Consultant’s existing coverage includes a deductible or self-insured
retention, the deductible or self-insured retention must be declared to the District. At the time the
District shall review options with the Consultant, which may include reduction or elimination of
the deductible or self-insured retention, substitution of other coverage, or other solutions.

12. The District reserves the right at any time during the term of the contract to change
the amounts and types of insurance required by giving the Consultant ninety (90) days advance
written notice of such change. If such change results in substantial additional cost to the
Consultant, the District will negotiate additional compensation proportional to the increase benefit
to District.

13. For purposes of applying insurance coverage only, this Agreement will be deemed
to have been executed immediately upon any party hereto taking any steps that can be deemed to
be in furtherance of or towards performance of this Agreement.

14. Consultant acknowledges and agrees that any actual or alleged failure on the part
of District to inform Consultant of non-compliance with any insurance requirements in no way
imposes any additional obligations on District nor does it waive any rights hereunder in this or any
other regard.

15. Consultant will renew the required coverage annually as long as District, or its
employees or agents face an exposure from operations of any type pursuant to this agreement. This
obligation applies whether or not the agreement is canceled or terminated for any reason.
Termination of this obligation is not effective until District executes a written statement to that
effect.

16. Consultant shall provide proof that policies of insurance required herein expiring
during the term of this Agreement have been renewed or replaced with other policies providing at
least the same coverage. Proof that such coverage has been ordered shall be submitted prior to
expiration. A coverage binder or letter from Consultant’s insurance agent to this effect is
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acceptable. A certificate of insurance and/or additional insured endorsement as required in these
specifications applicable to the renewing or new coverage must be provided to District within five
days of the expiration of the coverages.

17. The provisions of any workers’ compensation or similar act will not limit the
obligations of Consultant under this agreement. Consultant expressly agrees not to use any
statutory immunity defenses under such laws with respect to District, its employees, officials and
agents.

18. Requirements of specific coverage features or limits contained in this section are
not intended as limitations on coverage, limits or other requirements nor as a waiver of any
coverage normally provided by any given policy. Specific reference to a given coverage feature is
for purposes of clarification only as it pertains to a given issue, and is not intended by any party or
insured to be limiting or all-inclusive.

19. These insurance requirements are intended to be separate and distinct from any
other provision in this Agreement and are intended by the parties here to be interpreted as such.

20. The requirements in this Section supersede all other sections and provisions of this
Agreement to the extent that any other section or provision conflicts with or impairs the provisions
of this Section.

21. Consultant agrees to be responsible for ensuring that no contract used by any party
involved in any way with the project reserves the right to charge District or Consultant for the cost
of additional insurance coverage required by this agreement. Any such provisions are to be deleted
with reference to District. It is not the intent of District to reimburse any third party for the cost of
complying with these requirements. There shall be no recourse against District for payment of
premiums or other amounts with respect thereto.

22. Consultant agrees to provide immediate notice to District of any claim or loss
against Consultant arising out of the work performed under this agreement. District assumes no
obligation or liability by such notice, but has the right (but not the duty) to monitor the handling
of any such claim or claims if they are likely to involve District.
