Stuart Tank Communications Equipment Moved and Tank Sampling/Commission Completed

SCADA communications have been successfully established on the newly constructed
water tank. A new Level Transducer has been integrated into the SCADA system. Water
quality sampling has been completed. Successful testing results have allowed the tank to
be placed online. Tank 2 has been fully commissioned following receipt of authorization for
its addition/replacement. The authorization is granted through an amendment to the

Domestic Water Supply Permit issued to the district by the State Water Resources Control
Board on March 19'", 2026.

Water appeared on the 2300 block of Burton Drive, which was originally identified
as a customer-side leak penetrating the roadway and becoming visible on the
opposite side of the street. Professional acoustic leak detection did not identify any
water leak on the District side of the meter, and flow subsided temporarily after the
customer made repairs. Approximately one week later, the leak reappeared, and
follow-up acoustic testing identified a leak on the District side of the service. San
Luis Obispo Public Works was notified and established traffic control requirements
due to the location on a high-traffic-volume roadway, including restricted work
hours and maintaining one lane of traffic at all times. A contractor was engaged to
assist with the repair.

On the day of repair, District staff provided traffic control while the contractor saw
cut through three layers of asphalt on Burton Drive. Staff potholed to confirm the
location and depth of the water main and connections prior to full excavation. After
fully exposing the work area, steel plates were used to change lanes and cover over
a communications line crossing identified from the USA North 811 utility location
service. Acommunication line was a few inches away from the damaged water line.
Once locations were confirmed, lanes were switched again, and the service line
was replaced using a line-pulling method. A pull cable was installed through the
existing service, and a bursting head with a new 1-inch service line was attached
and pulled through using a mini excavator. The new service was then connected at
both the water main and meter.

The trench was backfilled, and both traffic lanes were fully reopened by
approximately 2:00 p.m., the day of the repair.

e Chatham Leak

o Aleakwas identified on a water service line on Chatham Lane. Staff replaced the
service using a pipe-pulling method. This process utilizes the Department’s EV
CASE 580. A new service line was successfully installed. Traffic control was
maintained with a single lane closure during the work. No conflicting utilities were
encountered within the pull path. This allowed for efficient installation. This
repair/replacement was done in-house by water department staff.

e Norfolk Leak

o Aleakwas reported on Norfolk Street. Staff hand excavated the leak area and
repaired the leak.

e Worcester Leak

o AleakonWorcester Drive was located under a residential roadway. Staff
coordinated with San Luis Obispo County Public Works to implement a temporary
road closure in order to repair the service leak. Upon locating the leak, a temporary
clamp was installed to stop water loss. Crews then removed over one foot of
asphalt at this location using a 90-pound jackhammer; this process took
approximately three hours.

o Thevac trailer was utilized to safely expose the water main and pothole near a
marked gas utility line. The affected service line was fully replaced within the
roadway to eliminate future leak risks associated with existing conditions. The new
service was installed in a sand bed and properly backfilled and compacted.

o Compaction testing was performed the following day in order to confirm that the
repair met the required standards

Project:

Adaptive Management Plan (AMP)

Description:

The AMP is a surface water, groundwater, and biological monitoring program designed to detect
potential impacts on sensitive biological resources, requiring groundwater modeling and
monitoring while the WRF is in operation.

Current Status Update:

The 2017 AMP is available on the District website.

AMP monitoring is ongoing. Per methods described in the AMP, quarterly surveys are conducted at
eight (8) survey sites to collect data and to describe survey conditions, habitats, stream flows,
surface water quality, 9P7 soil moisture, and observed species.

The first day-night protocol surveys were conducted on March 22nd.

Project:

San Simeon Well Field (SSWF) Transmission Main Project

Description:

Developing a permanent repair of the San Simeon Well Field Water Transmission Main. This project
will also include solutions for the parallel Secondary Effluent Main.

Current Status Update:

The current target is to proceed with the installation by summer or fall of 2027.

The Caltrans Encroachment Permit has been successfully granted and was extended in December.
The District and consultants are working with State Parks to obtain a Right of Entry (ROE) to perform
potholing for utility locations and geotechnical analysis on State Parks’ property. This analysis is
needed to inform the final pipeline design.
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Project Status Summaries (Continued)

Project: Pilot project for Zero Liquid Discharge for Brine in WRF

Description: Pilot study project to test innovative technology for brine reduction with the goal of
zero liquid discharge

Current Status Update:

ZLD testing has been completed, and the ZLD pilot equipment has been demobilized. The Pilot
Study report has been received and reviewed by the Resources and Infrastructure Committee.

Project: Stuart Street Tank Project

Description: Critical water infrastructure project to rebuild the Stuart Street tanks, which have
reached their useful operational life

Current Status Update:

Communications have been successfully established on the newly constructed water tank. A new
Level Transducer has been integrated into the SCADA system. Water quality sampling has been
completed. Successful testing results have allowed the tank to be placed online. Tank 2 has been
fully commissioned following receipt of authorization for its addition/replacement. The
authorization is granted through an amendment to the Domestic Water Supply Permit issued to the
district by the State Water Resources Control Board on March 19th, 2026. CCSD appreciates the
community's patience and cooperation during this major capital improvement project. On April 6
the demo of the second existing tank will begin.

Project: Santa Rosa Streambank Stabilization Project

Description: This project is to address ongoing erosion along Santa Rosa Creek and to protect
adjacent infrastructure, improve water quality, and enhance long-term ecological resilience within
a sensitive habitat.

Current Status Update:

The Board approved staff to start the project and authorized the release of a request for proposals
(RFP). The RFP was issued on February 18th and closed on March 17th. Ongoing agency
coordination is happening simultaneously with the RFP proposal process. An example of this
coordination included communication with The Friends of Fiscalini Ranch, which provided a letter
of support for the project. Staff reviewed all received proposals from the RFP, scored them
internally, and submitted a recommendation to the R&l Committee for review and to the Board of
Directors for final approval of the selected contract.
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Project Status Summaries (Continued)

Project: Generator Replacement Project

Description: Replacing backup power generators at the Leimert Tank and Booster Station and the
Stuart Tank and Booster Station.

Current Status Update: On March 23rd, the San Luis Obispo County Air Pollution Control District
(SLO APCD) issued an Authority To Construct (Application #7975) for the generator replacement
project. After receiving the ATC, production of the equipment has started. A tentative date in early
September has been set for the delivery and installation of the new equipment. These Tier 4 Final
generators are replacing Tier O outdated devices that have been experiencing reliability issues for
some time.

Santa Rosa Basin Allocation

As of March 31, 2026, we have diverted 4.35 acre-feet, or 2%, of our 218 acre-feet per year (AFY)
allocation.

San Simeon Basin

As of March 31, 2026, we have diverted 114.48 acre-feet, or 14%, of our 799 AFY allocation. The dry
season in the San Simeon Basin ended when creek flow resumed on November 17, 2025.

Water Supply & Demand

Please see the Potable Water Shortage Assessment Table (PWSA Table) for details on anticipated
water demand, actual demand, water supply adjustment, total water supply for March, expected
effects of the Water Shortage Contingency Plan (WSCP) response actions, and the anticipated
surplus for the July 2025-June 2026 water shortage reporting timeframe.

In March, the actual demand of 42.69 AF exceeded the anticipated total water supply of 40.9 AF,
which was itself greater than the estimated unconstrained demand of 37.8 AF. The San Simeon
Creekis flowing, so a supply adjustment of 3.0 AF was added, as exceeding expected demand
during creek flow does not affect the water supply for the upcoming dry season. The expected
surplus for the 2025-2026 water shortage reporting timeframe is 1.86 AF or 0.5%. For additional

The CCSD Parks, Recreation and Open Space (PROS) Committee held a Special Meeting Wednesday, March
25,2026, 2:05-3:30 PM, in person at the East Ranch Community Park located at 2021 Rodeo Grounds Road.
Since this meeting was on site without a recording, this report is a high level summary of key points of
discussion from memory.

We had a quorum with all current Committee Members present: Matt Jaffe, Gary Stephenson, and Shannon
Sutherland. PROS Committee Chair Thomas presided over the meeting.

Staff was represented by General Manager Matthew McElhenie, Confidential Administrative Assistant Haley

Johnson, and Fire Chief Michael Burkey.

Public Present: Christine Heinrichs, Gordon Heinrichs, Laylon Whitaker, Shelley Becker, Juli Amodei, Dick
Clark, Tony Church, and Christina Galloway.

In Agenda Review, Chair Thomas discussed the purpose of the meeting today in context of the Board meeting
tomorrow.

2. Public Comment on Agenda Items.

During this segment, and during Regular Business, we received public comments from Gordon Heinrichs,
Shelley Becker, Juli Amodei, Dick Clark, and Tony Church.

REGULAR BUSINESS
3.A Discussion of Floodplain Location and East Ranch Community Park Features

Chair Thomas expressed appreciation to staff for flagging the floodplain line, reflecting that it appears to
accurately reflect the floodplain line shown on the Community Park Phase 3 Plan map as well as other available
documents.

General Manager McElhenie brought up the concerns he has heard from Directors regarding community park
features, which are outlined in the agenda packet for the March 26, 2026 CCSD Board Special Meeting.

Some discussion regarding the fairly common use of floodplains for recreation in communities throughout the
country, as well as internationally.

All committee members indicated they are entirely flexible regarding locations of any and all of the community
park features.

After some discussion regarding whether to mark the specific locations of the community park features shown
on the map presented in the Community Park Phase 3 Plan, all agreed that this would not be necessary or useful.
It's easy enough to visualize the locations on the site, and what's important is to hear from the Board tomorrow
regarding their preferences and direction regarding locations of these features.

Some discussion regarding potential higher ground alternative locations for the playground area, such as
repurposing the southern end of the dog park, and the space between the dog park and the emergency access
road.

Some discussion regarding relocating the disc golf to the northern area of the Community Park between the
loop trail and Santa Rosa Creek.

Committee members asked for staff to clearly define the constraints, such as setback distance from the toe of
the slope.

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Some discussion regarding the type of commercial mower needed for mowing the playing field, typically
costing ~$15k.

General consensus was reached that of the list of proposed park amenities shown in the plan, the volleyball
court might not make the cut, and the playground and gazebo would need to be on higher ground, not in the
floodplain.

General consensus was reached that of the list of proposed park amenities shown in the plan, The priorities for
the first wave of development would be:

e The group picnic area with horseshoes and cornhole, perhaps with a gazebo.

e The disc golf course, and

e The multipurpose play field.

And while we would include the playground in the plan, funding and construction would follow the elements
listed above.

General consensus was reached on a potential path forward:

e Receive input from the Board of Directors regarding community park features at the March 26, 2026
CCSD Board Special Meeting.

e PROS Committee Community Park Phase 3 Plan Ad Hoc Committee update the plan based on input
from the Board.

¢ Bring the updated Community Park Phase 3 Plan back to the Board for approval.

e Following Board approval of the updated Community Park Phase 3 Plan, a fundraising entity would be
formed and began fundraising for development and maintenance of the 1% tranche of development.

e Once an agreed funding level is reached, staff will initiate necessary construction permitting.

and Education Coordinator Suzanne Fiedler.

A motion to approve the minutes of the January 24, 2026 monthly Board meeting was made by Shari
Robasciotti, with a second by Mary Maher. Board approval was unanimous.

Motion to approve the minutes of the January 24, 2026 Closed Session meeting was made by Mary Mabher, with
a second by Vice Chair Loganbill. Again Board approval was unanimous.

There were no changes to the Agenda.

Under Public Comment: long time Ranch volunteer and Red Truck repairman Marvin Josephson submitted a
written request to have the south hill of the Ranch seeded with California poppies. The south hill has been
cleaned of most invasive mustard and radish, and the purpose of seeding would be to have native plants thrive
and ultimately crowd out the invasives. Following discussion of the request, the Board agreed to seed the area
at this time with appropriate grasses. The seeding of poppies may occur in the Fall.

Under Matters for Discussion:
There was no report from Facilities and Resources Supervisor David Aguirre.

Executive Director Kitty Connolly provided a written report. She acknowledged the completion of the Sign
Project on the Ranch, and expressed appreciation to Walt Andrus for designing the Signs and leading the
installation. She also announced that March 17th will mark the first action taking place under the Forest Health
Grant, which will be an on site assessment of conditions on the Ranch leading to development of a work plan.

Chairperson Dianne Anderson expressed appreciation to Michael Thomas for recently leading comprehensive
walks on the Ranch for FFRP Board members. She also noted a positive tone from the results of the last
meeting between her and ED Connolly with the CCSD Ad Hoc Committee addressing revisions to the Ranch
Management Plan.

Restoration Committee member Annika Keeley announced that her daughter Tovia, a Cal Poly student, would
be presenting the results of her research study on the Ranch grasslands ecosystem on Saturday, March 14th
from 1:00-5:00 PM at Cal Poly. The Board suggested Tovia could also present her report at the Tuesday, April
21st FFRP meeting.
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Vice Chair Tom Loganbill of the Ranch Committee submitted a written report. He also noted that long time
multi talented volunteer Brian Morgan reported in writing on the success of recent Saturday work parties. Tom
also noted that ED Connolly had found a source of stainless steel screws to be used for the plaques on the
Boardwalk.
A written Stakeholders Report was submitted by ED Connolly.

There were no Announcements.

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Cambria Forest Committee March 13, 2026 meeting summary

The meeting was called to order at 10:05 AM by Chair Crosby Swartz. Also in attendance were Treasurer
Laura Swartz, CFC Board member Julie Jorgensen, Greenspace Executive Director Karin Argano, Friends of
the Fiscalini Ranch Preserve Executive Director Kitty Connolly, and Cambria Community Services District
Board President and CFC Liaison Harry Farmer.

There were no Public or Director Comments.

Treasurer Swartz confirmed the recent ongoing annual payment of $216 for the PO Box at the Cambria Post
Office, leaving an amount of $1,023.06 in the CFC bank account.

Under Organizational Reports, Crosby commented on the Cambria Fire Safe Focus Group, recommending folks
attend the FSFG meetings to stay up to date om Forest management plans.

At this point Laura remarked on the amount of Broom that has come back so far this year along Highway One
from Santa Rosa Creek to Burton Drive, wishing this would be the priority the Fire Safe Council of San Luis
Obispo County would focus on.

Ms Argano then commented she attends the FSFG meetings, and that Dan Turner, Executive Director of the
SLO County Fire Safe Council, is in charge of the Broom pulling initiative, and much Broom removal is taking
place in the County, including in Greenspace owned Strawberry Canyon, where much Broom was pulled up by
the roots while not disturbing other vegetation. A short discussion took place as to Vegetative Treatment Plans
involving Strawberry Canyon and the Fiscalini Ranch and Auten Resource Consulting, and that the FSC is the
funding vehicle for various grants in these areas.

Ms Swartz again spoke up, voicing her frustration over native plant removal. She pointed out that many years
ago when much native vegetation was removed along the Santa Rosa Creek Trail, “every invasive weed that
God ever made” has taken over along the trail. She added that when the CCSD needed to work on the sewer
line in Strawberry Canyon they disturbed the native grasses, and that non native grasses soon took over and
have remained a serious problem for several years. She added much poison oak has proliferated on the Fiscalini
Ranch Forest Loop Trail in recent years as well, and she’s fearful the same circumstance could take place in
Fern Canyon. Crosby added his thoughts as to the aggressive removal of native grasses and what can result.

Ms Jorgensen, who lives adjacent to Fern Canyon, expressed her alarm as to the abundance of poison oak in the
area, how flammable it is, and this fire hazard could be further encouraged once even well intentioned fire
safe/forest health efforts take place in Fern Canyon. Crosby added that the Conservation Easement in Fern
Canyon “basically prevents the removal of any live vegetation...”, though there are some exceptions. Laura
said she hopes any efforts of tree and brush removal by the CCSD in Fern Canyon be done with a “light touch”.

Returning to Organizational Reports, FFRP Executive Director Kitty Connolly reminded us of the upcoming
Community Volunteer Fair on Saturday, April 11th at the Pinedorado Grounds by the Veterans Hall featuring
the presence of most all local non profit organizations, with the hopes that Cambrians will volunteer their time
with these important groups in our town. The (19th) Annual Wildflower Show will again take place the
weekend of April 25th-26th at the Veterans Hall, considered one of the best shows of its kind in

California. Planning has already begun, though concern was expressed as to the lack of rain and the higher
than normal temperatures that have recently occurred. Kitty expressed her gratitude that the Auten Resource
Consulting would be involved with the Upper Salinas-Las Tablas Resource Conservation District prescriptive
work that will take place on Fiscalini Ranch beginning on September 1st after bird nesting season has ended,
and would start in the Monarch Grove area. She stated she is quite encouraged that wood chips dispersed in
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Strawberry Canyon were done in a shallow manner, in that thicker use of wood chips encourage poison
oak. She also spoke to large trees falling on the East Ranch near the dog park, crushing small seedling that had
been planted, yet she voiced her hope that regeneration would nevertheless take place. Kitty also expressed her
appreciation to Ms Argano that the Fiscalini Ranch nursery is being moved to the Greenspace Pocahontas Park,
and happily remarked that recently landscape architecture students from Cal Poly did a planting of coffee berry
on the Ridge trail and buckwheat near the Arch bench on the Ranch.

Karin Argano began bringing us up to date on Greenspace happenings, starting with the next Speaker Series
presentation on Sunday, March 22nd featuring Drew Loganbill, the new Executive Director of the US-LT RCD,
and Brian Keely, discussing current and future conservation efforts being made. (Unfortunately at this moment
power went out in parts of Cambria, and other than Ms Connolly and Ms Jorgensen everyone was removed
from the meeting. They conversed for about five minutes regarding Ranch issues and then ended the meeting
on their own.

Roughly ten minutes later Crosby was able to restart the meeting. Not everyone returned, just the Swartz’s, Ms
Connolly and Director Farmer. As Greenspace ED Argano was not able to return, her notes are included
below. Crosby spoke about the recent article by horticulturist Paul Williams regarding oak moth larva season
starting up, and the need to protect one’s oak trees from infestation. Crosby also referred to an article regarding
the immense value of forests and trees titled; “Forests: Not Only Do They Store Carbon, They Keep People
Alive.” Crosby remarked trees keep everything cooler, help retain water and keep the climate healthier. Only
under exceptional conditions should living trees be cut down, as they are not the danger some seem to think.

Also briefly commented on was the item discussed at the March 12th CCSD Board meeting regarding the
Community Park. With many of the planned activities being close to or actually in the flood plain, the decision
was made to have a Special Board meeting at the East Ranch itself featuring the Directors of the CCSD Board,
some District staff, and the members of the Parks, Recreation and Open Space Commission. This will be an
ideal opportunity to thoroughly discuss the possibilities for the Park up close and personal.

The meeting was adjourned by Chair Swartz at 11:09 AM.

The next Cambria Forest Committee meeting will be Friday, April 10th at 10AM via Zoom.

North Coast Advisory Council March 18, 2026 meeting summary

The meeting was called to order by Chair Christina Galloway at 6:00 PM. A motion to approve the Consent
Agenda featuring the minutes from the February 19th, 2026 meeting was made by Jeff Bloom, with a second by
Brian Glusovich. Council approval was unanimous. There was no Treasurer’s Report.

Under Public Safety, Commander Abbas from the Sheriff’s Department was not present but submitted a written
report. CHP Commander Darren Gennuso gave an in person report, including pointing out once more that
Enforcement Calls are way up from last year at this time, from 22 to 73, due mainly to increased patrolling in
our area. Ted Key, who volunteers for Highway 46 cleanup, says much litter has been dumped next to the Park
and Rides, and he has heard complaints on this from various drivers. He requests the CHP consider being more
vigilant regarding this issue.

Cambria Fire Chief Michael Burkey provided statistics from February, including that service calls are up from
this time a year ago. He also stated training had been done regarding potential fires in upstairs apartments
above businesses on Main St in the West Village. He reminded us there will be an all day Evacuation
Preparation Event on April 18th from 9AM-5PM at the Veterans Hall. Expert presentations will be given
starting at both 9AM and 1PM. Complimentary starter go bags will be available while supplies last. There will
also be a Preparedness Fair on May 9th including tours of the Fire Station. He also informed us an actual
Evacuation Drill of Cambria will take place in Spring of 2027.

Under Public Comment: Council member Ted Key, also a rescue volunteer at the area Marine Mammal Center,
informs us there is a potential spread of Avian Flu among elephant seals, and that members of the public need to
be aware of keeping their animals away from sea mammals.

Katie Wassenaar thanked Supervisor Bruce Gibson and his assistant Jim Dantona for information on
enforcement time lines regarding the ongoing dilemma in the Newton/Ramsey area, stating that law
enforcement had been there recently.

Brian Glusovich spoke to the destruction of the emergency access route at Lampton Park during the January
2023 storm, expressing his concern that a formal Request for Proposal to do the needed repairs has yet to be
initiated.

Supervisor Bruce Gibson began his report by referencing the Newton//Ramsey neighborhood issue, and that
quite possibly Core Enforcement could be issuing fines sometime the following week with the hopes this would
accelerate cooperation from the residents involved. He spoke to the 800 block of Main St in Cambria’s West
Village where the area exposed to Highway One is quite unsightly, and that Code Enforcement could become
involved. As for Lampton Park, there is nothing to report as to an RFP. As to the approval of the Coastal
Development Permit for the Water Reclamation Facility being appealed, he said this would likely be coming to
the Board of Supervisors in June. CCSD General Manager McElhenie then stated the item would be coming
before the BofS at their June 16th meeting. Mr Gibson then referenced the San Luis Obispo Council of
Governments (SLOCOG) Draft Transportation Expenditure Plan, with a 1/2 cent sales tax initiative being on
the ballot for voter approval this coming November.

Council member Jeff Bloom inquired as to the hoped for underground power lines being installed on Main St

where the new Health Care District Ambulance Headquarters will be. Mr Gibson said finding the funds to do

so would be problematic. CCHD Board President Cecelia Montalvo responded by saying CCHD did not want
any more delays than absolutely necessary in moving forward with the project.

Deborah Boynton from the Fire Safe Focus Group told us that six thousand copies of the Wildfire Evacuation
Information Guide are being printed, and will be available at the April 18th Evacuation Preparation Event.
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Beautify Cambria Association representative Kathy Ober brought us up to date on BCA happenings, beginning
with the Goodwill Donation Drive on Saturday, March 28th next to the library. BCA will also be present at the
Cambria Non Profit Organization Fair at the Pinedorado grounds on April 11th, as well as the Greenspace Earth
Day Celebration on Sunday, April 19th. She also reminded us to mark our calendar for the First Annual Burton
Drive Street Fair taking place Sunday, June 28th.

Under Land Use, only one item was up for discussion, that being a conversion of an existing 456 square foot
garage at 2115 Spencer to a non habitable workshop, demolition of a portion of the driveway, construction of a
new 180 sq ft carport and retaining wall, and reduction of a permeable deck from 340 to 136 square feet.
Basically a new driveway is wanted, with grading to accommodate parking spots. A neighbor complained
about the project, and a minor use permit is needed. Wendi Torrell, agent for the owner involved with the
permitting process, was available to answer questions. Kermit Johannson said the plan looks workable and
doesn’t violate setbacks. Jennifer Lawson stated the plans look great, though she was concerned about the
grade of the driveway. Chair Galloway stated more clarity was needed on the plan, plus she is concerned about
its impact on the neighborhood. Jeff Bloom recommended approval with concern for the “public right of
way”. Mr Johansson made the motion to approve under the condition the plan be out of the public right of way,
while also expressing concern about the architecture of the carport. Brian Glusovich seconded the motion, with
unanimous approval by the Council.

A short break was taken at 7:34 PM.

The meeting resumed with a review of the March 13th CCSD Board meeting presented by Board President and
NCAC Liaison Harry Farmer. Mr Farmer highlighted certain Agenda items, including the swearing in of three
new Safer (Staffing for Adequate Fire and Emergency Response) firefighters to the Cambria Fire

Department. He gave a brief description of the March 2nd CCSD Board Special Strategic Planning meeting and
the adoption of the Update by the Board. He then spoke to the discussion of adopting the East Ranch
Community Park Plan, describing how problematic this became, especially with a number of hoped for
activities being inside the area flood plain. Ultimately a decision was made for the Board and staff, and perhaps
members of the Parks, Recreation and Open Space (PROS) committee, to tour the planned Park area, to see
where the flood plain is located, and determining what possible options would be available for locating
activities outside the flood plain. Finally the Board approved a Consultant Services Agreement with Revenue &
Cost Specialists to update the District’s Fee Schedule which had not been evaluated since 2013.

CCSD General Manager Matt McElhenie then reported on the Coastal Development Permit for the District’s
Water Reclamation Facility having been approved by the County Planning Department, and as a result of being
appealed would next move on to being voted upon by the County Board of Supervisors at their June 16th
meeting. As to the planning stages of the Skatepark, the GM said the Public Restroom Design changes had
been approved by County Planning, and the Request for Proposal would be going out for contractors to bid on
in the coming four weeks. He also highlighted the upcoming Emergency Preparedness Events on the horizon
described earlier by Fire Chief Burkey.

Council member Jeff Bloom asked who is appealing the CDP for the WRF. GM McElhenie stated six
individuals who are somewhat organized. Mr Bloom requested the Council endorse the WRF Coastal
Development Permit and put the item on the next NCAC Agenda. Mr Glusovich stated it has been a year since
the CDP was addressed by the Council, and he’d like to look at the Appeal letters before discussing the item
again. It was pointed out that Chair Galloway has spoken in favor of the WRF Coastal Development Permit at
the recent Planning Commission hearing.

Moving on, at this point CCHD Board President Cecilia Montalvo stated she had nothing to add to the previous
brief discussion on the upgrading of the Health Care District Ambulance Services Headquarters.
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Mr Johannson spoke to the upgrading of Main Street, suggesting that a walk of downtown Main St be done by
persons interested in needed changes. He recommended various dates for this to take place which appeared to
be too soon for the event to be well organized.
At this point Chair Galloway adjourned the meeting at 8:16 PM
The next NCAC monthly meeting will be on Wednesday, April 15th at 6PM via Zoom.
