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PROJECT TASKS 
 
 
Task 1: Prepare District Data 
 

RCS will review and prepare necessary files for the project.  This includes obtaining 
and reviewing prior user fee reports and fee schedules, line-item budget details, 
salary schedules, MOUs and fringe benefit details. 
 

Task 2: Kick-off Meeting 
 

RCS will conduct a meeting, explaining the operational methodology of the study and 
the role of staff. We will review any possible issues that may arise as well as answer 
any questions from staff about the process.  This meeting is crucial for the process as 
we want to ensure that everyone understands the various steps in the process and 
what is expected of them. 

 
Task 3: Review the Service List with Staff 
 

RCS will review the service list through meetings with District staff. We will also work 
with staff to determine any changes to the fee calculation methods.  The end result, 
whichever method is used, will be a fee structure that best fits the District going 
forward. While this list will change during the course of the Study as it is refined, it 
will be the initial basis from where we start.  District staff time for this review will be 
approximately 1 hour per department. 

 
Task 4: Staff Time/Contract Cost Allocations 
 

RCS will interview personnel providing end-user services to ensure that costs from 
all functional areas directly involved with a service are included in the cost of that 
service.  This component will form the bulk of the time spent by staff.  There will be 
two to three meetings with supervisory level staff in each functional area to create 
and verify the amount of time spent by staff on the services identified in the task 
above. We do not ask District staff to do our job by filling out forms detailing how they 
spend their time. This interactive process, and the fact that we allocate 100% of all 
departmental staff, ensures that the information being generated is valid and reliable. 
Total time commitment per department varies from 2-4 hours, through a series of 
working meetings. 
 

Task 5: Conduct Facility Rental Fee Survey 
 

RCS will conduct a facility rental fee survey for comparable facilities.  We will work 
with District staff to develop the list of facilities to survey.  The results of this survey 
will be used to develop an updated rental fee schedule for the Veteran’s Hall that is 
market-sensitive, as well as community-sensitive. 
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Task 6: Develop Fully Burdened Hourly Rates 
 

RCS will develop a fully burdened hourly rate for each District employee, including 
salaries and benefits, miscellaneous operating services and supply costs, district-
wide and departmental overhead. 

 
Task 7: Prepare Draft Report 
 

RCS will prepare a Draft Report that identifies the total costs for each service, along 
with current fees, and makes fee recommendations for each service presented as well 
potential new fees for services the District provides but does not charge for.  Service 
costs will be compared with existing recovery levels.  RCS will review this report with 
the departments so that each will have input on the fees presented in the Final Report. 
District staff time would be approximately 1-2 hours per department for those 
departments that have fee services. 

 
Task 8: Prepare Final Report 
 

Based on staff input, RCS will prepare a Final Report, which will have 
recommendations for new fees, subsidy percentages and revenue projections from 
those fees. The Report will include text and summary tables that will clearly explain 
the results and the context.  All recommended fees will comply with Propositions 4, 
218, 26 and any other applicable laws. RCS will provide the requested number of 
bound or unbound copies, and a Microsoft Word and PDF file of the Final Report. Any 
Master Fee Schedule revisions will also be made available in Word, Excel and/or PDF 
formats. RCS will provide a computer-based model for adjusting these fees and 
charges for the District’s current and future needs, providing an electronic copy of the 
final study that can be edited and updated as the need arises. RCS will consult with 
staff as needed to defend the fee study in the event of audits or other challenges. 
 

Task 9: Present Report to the Board of Directors 
 

RCS will assist District staff, the Board of Directors, and any Committee in the review 
and adoption of revised service fees and subsidy percentages, at up to three public 
meetings. RCS will assist District staff in the implementation of the revised service 
fees. 
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DEVELOPMENT IMPACT FEE STUDY METHODOLOGY 

 
To make certain the Cambria CSD continues to provide basic municipal services as the 
District grows, RCS proposes to undertake the calculation and textual support of a new 
Development Impact Fee Calculation and Nexus Report. RCS staff will perform the following 
to complete the Development Impact Fee (DIF) calculation and quantify the costs generated 
by new development in terms of an Impact Fee Schedule for District land uses. 
 
Based on RCS’ preliminary review of the reports and documentation available with the 
District, we recommend establishing the following foundational Capacity/Development 
Impact Fees: 
 
Base Scope – Capacity Fees 

 
1. Water Capacity/Development Impact Fee 
2. Wastewater Capacity/Development Impact Fee 

 
These infrastructure systems are directly impacted by new development and represent the 
core capacity-based services necessary to support growth. 
 
In addition to the base scope, the District may elect to expand the study to include the 
following optional fee programs: 
 
Optional Additions 
 

3. Fire Suppression Vehicles, Facilities, and Equipment 
4. Park Land Acquisition Improvements and Community Centers 

 
If the District elects to expand the scope beyond Water and Wastewater, Fire Facilities 
and/or Parkland Development Impact Fees can be added to the study for an additional 
$5,000 per fee program. This structure provides the District with flexibility to determine the 
appropriate breadth of analysis while preserving the opportunity to implement additional 
legally defensible funding mechanisms as development occurs. 
 
RCS has the experience and determination to research and identify the maximum financial 
impact from future development within the District. With this information, District staff can 
determine the most effective funding and implementation policies. 
 
We plan to use a series of direct, focused meetings between RCS experts and knowledgeable 
District staff to produce a final product that is accurate, logical, and defensible. RCS’s 
objective is to ensure that District staff feel confident about the data and the report, and 
therefore confident in supporting the results at public hearings. 
 
The fee recommendations included in RCS’ final Development Impact Fee Calculation and 
Nexus Report will be legally defensible, easy to understand, and supported by District staff. 
Our experience as local government finance officers and impact fee consultants ensures that 
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this project will be completed successfully and on time. 
 
To provide the basis for the Development Impact Fees, the following steps would be taken 
by the Revenue & Cost Specialists staff, working with District staff and other consultants 
where necessary and appropriate: 
 
 
Task 1: Preliminary Research 
 

Prior to any meetings, RCS will perform a field "windshield" survey to become 
acquainted with the physical characteristics and general improvement needs and 
standards of the District. We will request and review all District maps, land-use 
documents and available master plans, especially the Comprehensive General Plan, 
before the kick-off meeting. We will review the District's history of impact fee 
schedules, resolutions, ordinances, and Annual and Five-Year Reports per 
Government Code Sections 66006 and 66001. RCS will review recent Operating 
Budgets, CIP Budgets, Comprehensive Annual Financial Reports and fixed asset 
reports 

 
RCS will meet and discuss the District’s planning, capital financing process and 
community development standards with the District Engineer, District Planner, and 
other executive staff to determine the improvements that most likely will evolve from 
the project planning documents and be needed to support and give validity to the 
District's Comprehensive General Plan. 

 
Task 2: Series of Working Meetings 

 
RCS will meet with District staff responsible for each infrastructure to help identify 
all projects needed through theoretical build-out via the use of master plans, specific 
plans, and other service requirement studies.  The more supporting documents we 
can find, the better the Study will be.  The greatest support would be an engineer-
prepared Master Plan.  If such a document is not available, RCS will endeavor to 
increase the validity of available information. RCS will request from the District all 
reports, master plans, specific plans and other related reports identifying needed 
infrastructure. If needed, RCS can assist the District with developing project lists and 
supporting data. RCS will review project cost estimates and textual explanations for 
accuracy and completeness. 
 
RCS will identify and analyze the demand drivers specific to each infrastructure or 
service area.  The drivers are the factors of nexus demand related to each land use 
and would be based on the project plans or District productivity records. These 
demand drivers will help determine the distribution of the benefits of, nexus for, and 
impact of each group of projects on each of the above categories of land use. The 
proportional analysis necessary to identify what burdens would be placed upon the 
existing and future infrastructure would be undertaken. 
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Task 3: Draft Development Impact Fee Calculation and Nexus Report 
 

Since the Report is based on information and estimates provided by District staff, it is 
important that all participants are comfortable with the methodology and data 
presented.  RCS will prepare a draft report consisting of the fee structures and the 
necessary relevant nexus text and report with recommended fees.  This meeting will 
include discussions on policy issues, implementation strategies, and revenue 
collection procedures. RCS will provide the draft report for staff consideration and 
distribution. 
 

Task 4: Presentation of Proposed Development Impact Fee Calculation and Nexus 

Report to the Board of Directors 
 

RCS will attend a Board of Directors meeting to discuss the report methodology and 
present findings, providing a formal presentation and answering questions about 
those findings. RCS will have the necessary supporting documentation for the 
meeting and will be the primary contact to answer all questions, following up with 
any Board direction with the assistance of District staff. 
 

 

VIDEO CONFERENCE AND ONSITE MEETINGS 

 
RCS will utilize our Zoom account, or any video conferencing platform of the District’s 
choosing, to facilitate all working meetings. Our experience has determined that the use of 
video conferencing is more flexible in scheduling meetings, permitting District staff to 
quickly access reports and files on their computers, and allowing everyone to view and 
discuss the same documents at the same time. Department meetings will be 30 minutes to 
two hours each.  We would be on-site to present the report at all Board of Director meetings.

The District continues to provide water, wastewater collection and treatment, emergency response, facilities, 
and administrative services. The following is an update on some of our ongoing projects and activities.  
 
Meet the General Manager 
On Thursday, March 26, 2026, from 8:30 a.m. to 7:00 p.m., I will be working out of the Cambria Veterans' 
Memorial Hall and would love to meet you and hear your thoughts on everything, Cambria. We will provide 
coffee and snacks, and as always, I welcome your feedback and ideas.  

Coastal Development Permit (CDP) – Water Reclamation Facility Project 
February 26, 2026, marked a defining moment for the Cambria Community Services District and for our 
community as a whole. After more than a decade of studies, environmental review, engineering refinement, 
regulatory coordination, and unwavering commitment, the Planning Commission unanimously approved the 
Coastal Development Permit for the Water Reclamation Facility (WRF). This approval represents far more than 
a permit. It represents persistence. It represents sound science. It represents disciplined governance. And it 
represents the collective will of a community that understands the importance of securing its water future. I 
want to extend my sincere gratitude to the District staff who carried this project forward through complex 
technical reviews, evolving regulatory standards, and countless public meetings: 
 

• James Green, Utilities Department Manager, whose operational leadership and technical expertise 
ensured that the project design remains grounded in practicality and long-term reliability. 

• Cody Meeks, Water Superintendent, whose field experience and system knowledge ensured that 
operational realities were integrated into the project’s design and long-term functionality. 

• Tristan Reaper, Program Manager, coordinated the engineering, environmental documentation, and 
regulatory interface with professionalism and precision. 

• Eric Johnson, Administrative Technician, provided essential logistical, documentation, and coordination 
support throughout the process. 

• Haley Dodson, Confidential Administrative Assistant, whose organizational discipline and 
communication support helped keep this effort moving forward behind the scenes. 
 

I also want to recognize Tim Carmel, District Counsel, for his steady legal guidance throughout this multi-year 
process. Navigating coastal permitting, environmental review, and interagency coordination requires disciplined 
legal oversight. His counsel ensured that the District remained procedurally sound and well-positioned at every 
stage. 
 
In addition, I want to acknowledge every member of our District team who contributed in ways both visible and 
unseen. Large infrastructure projects are never accomplished by one individual—they are built through steady, 
collective effort. 
 
Finally, I extend my appreciation to our Board of Directors for their sound resolve and faith in the District’s 
ability to achieve this milestone. Over the years, Board members remained steady in their commitment to water 
sustainability, even when the process was long and the path forward was complex. Their governance discipline 
and long-term vision made this approval possible. 
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This Is a Milestone, Not the End 
While we recognize and celebrate this approval, it is important to acknowledge that the process is not over. 
Given the history and public interest surrounding this project, it is likely the decision will be appealed to the 
County Board of Supervisors and, thereafter, to the Coastal Commission. That is part of California’s coastal 
regulatory framework, and we respect that process. 
 
Fiscalini Ranch Preserve – Ranch Management Plan Update 
District staff and the Board Ad Hoc Committee for the Ranch Management Plan have recently met with 
representatives of the California State Coastal Conservancy to review proposed updates to the Fiscalini Ranch 
Preserve Management Plan. Based on those discussions, the District has received the Conservancy’s 
preliminary findings that the proposed revisions, as currently drafted, are consistent with the intent and 
requirements of the Conservation Easement governing the Ranch. 

District staff continues to work collaboratively with the Friends of the Fiscalini Ranch Preserve regarding their 
comments on the proposed changes to the Management Plan. The District’s goal remains to incorporate 
feedback where appropriate and ensure that the updated Management Plan reflects current conditions on the 
Ranch while remaining fully consistent with the conservation purposes and protections established by the 
Conservation Easement. Prior to initiating the formal noticing process, the District will continue coordination 
with both the easement holder and the State Coastal Conservancy, consistent with the amendment and 
concurrence procedures outlined in the Conservation Easement. These procedures require that updates to the 
Management Plan remain consistent with the terms of the easement and proceed through a public process prior 
to consideration and adoption by the Board of Directors. 

Additional updates will be provided as coordination continues and as the District prepares to begin the formal 
noticing process.  

Cambria Skatepark 

Skatepark Restroom – County Plan Check Update 

County Public Works has completed an additional structural review of the skatepark restroom building, 
engineering calculations provided by a Public Restroom Company (PRC), and has provided further plan check 
comments, primarily related to flood-resistance requirements due to the project’s location in the floodplain. 
While the County indicated the project is moving in the right direction and allowed certain items (such as flood 
gate specifications) to be submitted later as a deferred submittal, several items remain unresolved and require 
additional engineering revisions before approval. 
 
Outstanding issues identified by the County include confirming wall capacity for flood loading, evaluating door 
jambs under flood conditions, performing design calculations for flood shield gates and attachments, 
determining electrical elevation requirements relative to the base flood elevation, and providing stamped and 
signed plans and calculations. These revisions must be addressed by the project engineers and resubmitted to 
the County for review. Staff and the District’s engineers are working to address these comments; however, the 
additional structural revisions and resubmittal process may introduce further delays at the County review level 
before the restroom structure can be approved for installation and the District can move forward with the 
Request for Proposal (RFP).

DEVELOPMENT PLAN / COASTAL DEVELOPMENT PERMIT 

DRC2013-00112 / CAMBRIA COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT (CCSD) 
WATER RECLAMATION FACILITY 

 
Environmental Determination 
A. Cambria Community Services District (CCSD) approved the Addendum to the 2017 

Subsequent Environmental Impact Report (SEIR) for the Cambria Water Reclamation 
Facility (WRF) (SCH # 2014061073) on July 10, 2025, pursuant to the applicable 
sections of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), and the County finds that 
this determination is appropriate (pursuant to Public Resources Code Section 21166 et 
seq., and CA Code of Regulations Section 15162 (a) et seq.). Mitigation measures are 
required to address potentially significant impacts related to Aesthetics, Air Quality, 
Biological Resources, Cultural Resources, Hydrology and Water Quality, Noise and 
Land use and Mandatory Findings of Significance and and are included as conditions of 
approval through reference in Exhibit B. 

Development Plan/ Coastal Development Permit  
B. The proposed project or use is consistent with the San Luis Obispo County General Plan 

and Local Coastal Plan because, per Table O of the Coastal Zone Framework for 
Planning, Public Utility Facilities are an “S-13” use on sites designated Agriculture. The 
S-13 status indicates the land use is a special use, allowable subject to special 
standards and/or processing requirements unless otherwise limited by a specific 
planning area standard. The Water Reclamation Facility (public utility facility) is an 
allowed use, as conditioned, and is consistent with all of the General Plan policies.  

C. As conditioned, the proposed project satisfies all applicable provisions of Title 23 
(Coastal Zone Land Use Ordinance) of the County Code.   

D. The establishment and subsequent operation or conduct of the use will not, because of 
the circumstances and conditions applied in the particular case, be detrimental to the 
health, safety or welfare of the general public or persons residing or working in the 
neighborhood of the use, or be detrimental or injurious to property or improvements in 
the vicinity of the use because the WRF project will provide water services for the 
community of Cambria, and the WRF does not generate activity that presents a potential 
threat to the surrounding property and buildings. This project is subject to Land Use 
Ordinance and Building Code requirements designed to address health, safety and 
welfare concerns.  

E. The proposed project or use will not be inconsistent with the character of the immediate 
neighborhood or contrary to its orderly development because the improvements to the 
WRF will not alter the existing visual character of the surrounding area as the proposed 
above ground facilities will be color treated to match surrounding landscape, the height 
of the structures will not exceed 35 feet, and the CCSD WRF is similar to other 
agricultural type uses in the vicinity and will not conflict with the surrounding lands and 
uses. The WRF, as designed and conditioned, is compatible with the surrounding rural 
setting. 

F. The proposed project or use will not generate a volume of traffic beyond the safe 
capacity of all roads providing access to the project, either existing or to be improved 
with the project, because the project will not result in any new or substantially increased 
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transportation impacts than previously reviewed in the 2017 SEIR and 2025 Addendum. 
The project is located on San Simeon Creek Road, a local road constructed to a level of 
service that can handle any additional traffic associated with the project. 

Coastal Access 
G. The project is in conformity with the public access and recreation policies of Chapter 3 of 

the California Coastal Act because, although the site is located adjacent to the coast, the 
project is limited to the upland area and will not inhibit existing access points to coastal 
waters and recreation areas. Additionally, although a portion of the project site is located 
within a mapped Visitor Serving Area (San Simeon State Park), the project is limited to a 
permit for the continued operation of the CCSD WRF and will not impact existing 
recreation and visitor-serving facilities in the surrounding area. Existing recreation and 
visitor-serving facilities will not be removed or converted as a result of this project and 
facilities will not be added as a result of this project.  

Sensitive Resource Area (SRA) 
H. The development will not create significant adverse effects on the natural features of the 

site or vicinity that were the basis for the Sensitive Resource Area (SRA) designation. 
The southernmost portion of the site is located within a mapped SRA known as the San 
Simeon Creek Lagoon. The project will preserve and protect the SRA features through 
the site design, such as implementing setbacks, avoiding tree removals, and locating the 
project entirely within the existing disturbed areas outside of the San Simeon Creek 
Lagoon. The project is also conditioned to require a United States Fish and Wildlife 
Service (USFWS)-approved biologist to conduct pre-construction surveys and be 
present on site prior to commencement of grading and ground disturbance activities. 
Additionally, the project is conditioned to implement an Adaptive Management Program 
(AMP) for post construction operations upon commencement of WRF operations.  The 
AMP shall be implemented while the WRF is operating and indefinitely until the WRF is 
no longer in use or until it is deemed no longer necessary by applicable regulatory 
agencies.  The AMP is intended to monitor and protect the lagoon, creek, and riparian 
habitats adjacent to the project site and, by extension, protect the species that inhabit it. 

I. Natural features and topography have been considered in the design and siting of all 
proposed physical improvements because the project is located away from the SRA to 
the maximum extent feasible, a majority of pipeline was located above ground, and the 
project will preserve and protect such features through the site design and conditions of 
approval. 

J. The proposed clearing of topsoil and/or trees is the minimum necessary to achieve safe 
and convenient access, and siting of proposed structures will not create significant 
adverse effects on the identified sensitive resource because the project is located on an 
unvegetated portion of the site that has relatively flat slopes and was previously graded. 

K. The soil and subsoil conditions are suitable for the proposed excavation and site 
preparation. The project is conditioned to require the submittal of full drainage plans and 
the implementation of any necessary drainage improvements at the time of construction 
permitting. These measures ensure that historic drainage patterns are maintained and 
that soil erosion, sedimentation of streams, and undue surface runoff do not occur. 
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Non-Agricultural Uses 
L. Non-agricultural uses may be established on the project site based on prior 

environmental review and land use determinations. The 2017 SEIR evaluated project 
alternatives and identified the approved project design as the environmentally superior 
alternative. In addition, a 2019 Feasibility Study and Assessment of Environmentally 
Sensitive Habitat Areas (ESHA) determined that the Emergency Water Supply Project 
alternative was the only feasible option because it would be constructed in areas already 
disturbed by existing and historic CCSD facilities, is located away from San Simeon 
Creek and Van Gordon Creek, and no other feasible on-site or off-site alternatives were 
identified. Portions of the project site are designated as “Prime Farmland if Irrigated” and 
“Farmland of Statewide Importance”; however, the site is not currently used for 
agricultural production and has been in continuous public utility use since 1979, when 
CCSD constructed the San Simeon well field and treated wastewater effluent disposal 
system. Based on these existing conditions, the site does not meet the criteria for Prime 
Farmland or Farmland of Statewide Importance. Therefore, the project would not result 
in the conversion of Prime Farmland, Unique Farmland, or Farmland of Statewide 
Importance, and no impact would occur in this regard. Consistent with Coastal Table O, 
Public Utility Facility projects are allowable uses within agriculturally designated areas 
when specific conditions are met. The proposed project involves the construction of 
water facilities entirely within an existing public facility site, and no agriculturally 
designated land outside of the project site would be disturbed. As a result, the proposed 
use would not conflict with surrounding agricultural lands or agricultural operations.  

Environmentally Sensitive Habitat Area (ESHA) 
M. The project will not result in a significant adverse impact to identified ESHA and is 

consistent with the biological continuance of the habitat. The project has been designed 
to avoid impacts to sensitive biological resources to the maximum extent feasible, and 
areas subject to temporary disturbance will be restored and revegetated to maintain 
existing habitat functions and values. The southernmost portion of the site is located 
within mapped Terrestrial Habitat (TH), which is designated as ESHA, and within the 
mapped SRA known as the San Simeon Creek Lagoon. As identified in the North Coast 
Area Plan, the San Simeon Creek Lagoon is an estuarine system composed of salt and 
freshwater marshes, grasslands, Monterey pine forest, and estuarine habitat, and 
supports steelhead trout, other fish species, and extensive waterfowl feeding and 
nesting habitat. Although the project site does not contain mapped Coastal Zone 
wetlands, it is adjacent to the San Simeon Creek Lagoon SRA, includes mapped U.S. 
Fish and Wildlife Service wetlands, and is traversed by, or located within 100 feet of, 
San Simeon Creek and Van Gordon Creek and associated riparian vegetation. The 
proposed project is located outside of the mapped TH area and incorporates site design 
features and conditions of approval that preserve and protect ESHA, wetlands, streams, 
and riparian resources. These measures ensure that development is sited and designed 
to prevent disruption of habitat values, maintain ecological function, and protect sensitive 
resources consistent with Local Coastal Program policies. Therefore, the project avoids 
impacts to ESHA to the maximum extent feasible, and no significant adverse impact to 
ESHA would occur. 

N. The proposed use will not significantly disturb ESHA because the project has been 
designed to avoid impacts and be located outside ESHA to the maximum extent 
feasible. 
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Wetlands 
O. The project is limited to a permit authorizing the continued operation of the CCSD WRF. 

An alternatives analysis was conducted that considered a range of potential alternatives 
and evaluated applicable environmental constraints, including the County’s Local 
Coastal Program and Coastal Act policies. Based on this analysis, no feasible on-site or 
off-site alternatives were identified that would reduce potential environmental impacts 
while still meeting the project objectives. Accordingly, the proposed project represents 
the least environmentally damaging feasible alternative.  

P. Adverse environmental effects have been mitigated to the maximum extent feasible 
through the implementation of best management practices and avoidance and 
minimization measures that are incorporated as enforceable conditions of approval for 
the project. These measures reduce potential impacts to a less-than-significant level and 
ensure compliance with applicable environmental and coastal resource protection 
standards.

DEVELOPMENT PLAN / COASTAL DEVELOPMENT PERMIT 

DRC2013-00112 / CAMBRIA COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT (CCSD) 
WATER RECLAMATION FACILITY 

Approved Development 

• This approval authorizes CCSD Water Reclamation Facility (WRF) and would produce 
425 gallons per minute (GPM) of treated water that would be injected into an existing 
reinjection well (RIW-1) 

• Allowance of approximately 100 GPM of treated and de-chlorinated water would be 
discharged into San Simeon Creek to maintain and enhance the San Simeon Creek 
Lagoon during the dry season. 

• 100-foot by 100-foot concrete pad to support the Zero Liquid Discharge facility (ZLD 
facility) 

• ZLD facility, consisting of two 40- foot trailers 

• Removal of five mechanical spray evaporators and sound enclosures from Van Gordon 
Reservoir 

• Extension (300 linear feet) of existing San Simeon Lagoon mitigation water conveyance 
piping 

• The project would result in approximately 500 cubic yards of earthwork and would result 
in approximately 4.17 acres site disturbance (includes 3.6 acres for removal of the pond 
liner and 0.57 acres for Advance Water Treatment Plant (AWTP) and Zero Liquid 
Discharge (ZLD) facility) . 

• Emergency Permit ZON2013-00589 Emergency Water Supply Project (EWSP) facilities: 
o Advance Water Treatment Plant includes concrete pads, Conex containers, ultraviolet 

(UV) vessels, water tanks, pump skids, and self-contained chemical totes. Key AWTP 
unit equipment was pre-packaged and mounted in six shipping containers, installed 
within an area measuring approximately 100 feet by 170 feet. Each treatment plant 
container is about 15 feet in height. UV vessels, water tanks, pump skids, and self-
contained chemical totes were installed outdoors on concrete housekeeping pads. 

o Extension of an existing 8-inch pipeline between Well 9P7 and the AWTP (200 linear 
feet of polyvinyl chloride [PVC]) 

o Installation of a new 8-inch 1,800 linear feet PVC pipeline between the AWTP and 
Recharge Injection Well (RIW1) 

o Installation of a new 4-inch 4,400 linear feet high-density polyethylene [HDPE] pipeline 
between the AWTP and Lagoon Surface Discharge 

o Installation of a new 4-inch 2,000 linear feet HDPE pipeline between the AWTP and 
Van Gordon Reservoir 

o Modification of Van Gordon Reservoir from an effluent storage basin to a brine 
evaporation pond through installation of pond lining and five mechanical spray 
evaporators 

o Installation of a leachate collection and removal system for Van Gordon Reservoir 
o Construction of 4 monitoring wells (MW-1, MW-2, MW-3, MW-4) 
o Construction of Lagoon Surface Discharge 
o Construction of Recharge Injection Well (RIW-1); drilled 100 feet deep; 454 GPM of 

injection 
o Installation of a new Pacific Gas and Electric Company (PG&E) pad mount transformer 

connected to an existing PG&E powerline serving Well 9P7 via a new power drop from 
the well site along the well site access road 

o Installation of a new PG&E pad mount transformer connected to an existing PG&E 
overhead power line along San Simeon Road via a new power drop along Van Gordon 
Creek Road 

o Access Road to project site. 
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• May operate up to 24 hours per day, 5 days per week, for 7 months per year, depending 
on precipitation. 

• Conditions of Approval for Emergency Permit Coastal Development Permit ZON2013- 
00589 are included herein as requirements through reference. 

• Adaptive Management Plan. 

• Addendum SEIR and 2017 SEIR Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Plan which are 
included herein as requirements through reference. 

 
Conditions required to be completed at the time of application for construction permits 

Site Development 
1. At the time of application for construction permits plans submitted shall show all 

development consistent with the approved site plan record drawings, elevations and 
landscape plan, Addendum SEIR, Adaptive Management Plan. 

2. At the time of application for construction permits, the applicant shall provide details 
on any proposed exterior lighting, if applicable. The details shall include the height, 
location, and intensity of all exterior lighting. All lighting fixtures shall be shielded so that 
neither the lamp or the related reflector interior surface is visible from adjacent properties. 
Light hoods shall be dark colored. 

3. At the time of application for construction permits, the applicant shall submit a color 
board for ZLD facility and colors shall be consistent with the AWTP and blends with the 
surrounding area. 

Fire Safety 
4. At the time of application for construction permits, all plans submitted to the 

Department of Planning and Building shall meet the fire and life safety requirements of the 
California Fire Code. Requirements shall include, but not be limited, to those outlined in 
the Fire Safety Plan, prepared by County Fire Department for this proposed project and 
dated July 11, 2025. 

Access 
5. At the time of application for construction permits, the applicant shall submit to the 

Department of Public Works an encroachment permit application, plans, fees, and post a 
cash damage bond to install improvements within the public right-of-way in accordance 
with County Public Improvement Standards. The plans are to include, as applicable: 

a. The existing San Simeon Creek Road site access shall be reconstructed in 
accordance with B-1a rural driveway standards. 

b. Drainage ditches, culverts, and other structures (if drainage calculations require). 

c. Public utility plan, showing all existing utilities and installation of all new utilities to serve 
the site. 

d. Tree removal/retention plan for trees to be removed and retained associated with the 
required public improvements. The plan shall be approved jointly with the Department 
of Planning and Building. 

e. Traffic control plan for construction in accordance with the California Manual on 
Uniform Traffic Control Devices (CA-MUTCD). 
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6. At the time of application for construction permits, the applicant shall provide 
satisfactory evidence that the Army Corps of Engineers and the California Department of 
Fish and Wildlife environmental permits have either been secured or that the regulatory 
agency has determined that their permit is not required. 

7. At the time of application for construction permits, and if the project proposes 
construction with Coastal Original Jurisdiction, the applicant shall provide satisfactory 
evidence that the California Coastal Commission has issued a permit for the construction 
or that their permit is not required. 

8. At the time of application for construction permits, the applicant shall provide 
evidence to the Department of Planning and Building that onsite circulation and pavement 
structural sections have been designed and shall be constructed in conformance with Cal 
Fire, or the regulating fire agency standards and specifications back to the nearest public 
maintained roadway. 

9. Prior to commencing permitted activities, all work in the public right-of-way must be 
constructed or reconstructed to the satisfaction of the Public Works Inspector and in 
accordance with the County Public Improvement Standards; the project conditions of 
approval, including any related land use permit conditions; and the approved improvement 
plans. 

Drainage & Flood Hazard 
10. At the time of application for construction permits, the applicant shall submit complete 

drainage plans for review and approval in accordance with Section 23.05.040 of the Land 
Use Ordinance. 

11. At the time of application for construction permits, the applicant shall submit complete 
erosion and sedimentation control plan for review and approval in accordance with Section 
23.05.036 of the Land Use Ordinance. 

12. At the time of application for construction permits, the applicant shall show the 100- 
year flood hazard boundary on the project plans and provide evidence that all new 
structures comply with County flood hazard construction standards, Section 23.07.060. 

Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) 
13. At the time of application for construction permits, if the project disturbs more than 

1.0 acre or is part of a common plan of development, the applicant must enroll for 
coverage under California’s Construction General Permit. Sites that disturb less than 
1.0 acre must implement all required elements within the site’s erosion and 

sediment control plan as required by San Luis Obispo County Codes. 

14. At the time of application for any construction permits, the applicant must account for 
the total area of disturbance associated with construction and indicate the limits of 
disturbance on the plans. Projects that disturb greater than 1.0 acre for construction 
related activities must enroll in the Construction General Permit (CGP) for Stormwater 
Discharges Associated with Construction (Order WQ 2022-0057-DWQ). 

15. At the time of application for any construction permits, the applicant shall provide 
satisfactory evidence that the Industrial Stormwater General Permit (IGP) for Discharges 
Associated with Industrial Activities (Order 2014-0057-DWQ). permits have either been 
secured or that the regulatory agency has determined that their permit is not required. 

Environmental Health 
16. At the time of application for construction permits, the applicant shall Hazardous 

Materials Business Plan for review to the planning department. 
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Conditions to be completed prior to issuance of a construction permit 

17. Prior to issuance of a construction permit, an environmental quality assurance 
program covering all aspects of construction and operation shall be submitted prior to 
construction of any project component. This program will include a schedule and plan for 
monitoring and demonstrating compliance with all conditions required by the Development 
Plan. 

Fees 
18. Prior to issuance of a construction permit, the applicant shall pay all applicable 

school and public facilities fees. 

19. Prior to commencing permitted activities, and in accordance with Title 13.01 of the 
County Code, the applicant must pay to the Department of Public Works the North Coast 
Area A Road Fee Area based on the latest adopted area fee schedule. 

The fee schedule is subject to change by resolution of the Board of Supervisors. The 
applicant shall be responsible for paying the fee in effect at the time of issuance of building 
permits, or within 30 days of Land Use Permit approval if no building permits are required. 

Biological Resources 
20. At the time of application for construction permits, the applicant shall provide 

satisfactory evidence that the Army Corps of Engineers and the California Department of 
Fish and Game and Regional Water Quality Control Board environmental permits have 
either been secured or that the regulatory agency has determined that their permit is not 
required. 

21. At the time of application for construction permits for driveway improvements, the 
applicant shall conduct a preconstruction survey for nesting birds and avoid active nests. 
If work activities are scheduled to start between February 1st and August 31st, a qualified 
biologist shall survey the project impact area plus a 250-foot buffer. The survey shall be 
conducted within seven days before the initiation of construction. During the survey, the 
qualified biologist shall search for birds exhibiting nesting behavior, attempt to locate their 
nests, and inspect all potential nest substrates in the survey area. Any nests identified 
shall be monitored to determine if they are active. If no active nests are found, construction 
may proceed. If an active nest is found, a buffer shall be established around the nest (50 
feet for birds and 250 feet for raptors). The buffer shall be delineated with flagging, and no 
work shall take place within the buffer area until the young have left the nest, as determined 
by the qualified biologist. Once nesting has ceased and the young are no longer reliant on 
the nest, project activities can commence in the buffer zone./ 

22. At the time of application for construction permits for driveway improvements, the 
applicant shall install protective fencing along the outer edge of the Riparian habitat and 
avoid disturbance during construction. Within two weeks prior to the initiation of ground 
disturbance, protective fencing shall be installed around the outer edge of the canopy of 
Riparian habitat adjacent to project activities. Fencing should be orange plastic 
construction fencing or similar material attached to T-posts a minimum of eight (8) feet 
apart. The fencing shall be maintained throughout construction and removed only after 
there is no potential for construction- related impacts to Riparian habitat. Silt fencing and 
straw wattles, and other recommendations from the project engineer, shall be installed 
along the project side of the orange fencing to ensure runoff does not enter the creek 
corridor. Ground disturbance, placement of fill, pavement or materials shall not be 
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located within the protected Riparian zone. Riparian protection areas shall be shown on 
all construction plans, and all crew members shall be aware of the sensitive habitat area. 

23. At the time of application for construction permits for driveway improvements, the 
applicant shall Apply a native erosion control seed mix to disturbed areas post 
construction. Under the direction of the project engineer and project biologist, the below 
native erosion control seed mix shall be applied to all disturbed areas that are to be 
restored with vegetation after project construction. Seed may be applied using 
hydroseeding or broadcast seeding methods. 

Preservation of Trees and Native Vegetation 
24. The following Landscape Plan Requirements apply: 

a. Prior to issuance of a construction permit, the applicant shall submit for 
Planning Director review and approval, a Landscape Plan that provides for the 
planting of all open areas of the site disturbed by project construction, including 
the evaporation pond as applicable with native, drought and fire resistant species 
that are compatible with the habitat values of the surrounding forest. In addition, 
non-native, invasive, and water intensive (e.g. turf grass) landscaping shall be 
prohibited on the entire site. If future project improvements result in impact or 
removal to qualifying Monterey pine and/or Coast Live oak trees, a landscape plan 
shall be submitted to the Department of Planning and Building consistent with 
applicable North Coast Area Plan and County Ordinance standards, as applicable. 

b. Prior to issuance of a construction permit, the landscape plan shall clearly 
show the following: 
i. Construction plans shall clearly delineate all trees within 50-feet of the 

proposed project and shall show which trees are to be removed or 
impacted, and which trees are to remain unharmed. 

ii. Any Monterey pine trees that are six inches or more in diameter 4.5-feet 
above the ground removed shall be replaced at a 4:1 ratio. Any Monterey 
pine trees impacted by development shall be replaced at a 2:1 ratio. 
Replacement Monterey pine trees shall be at least one gallon container 
sizes. Native Monterey pine trees shall be used for replanting of any pine 
tree removed. No out of area Monterey pine stock shall be used. 

iii. Any pine trees that are four inches or more in diameter 4.5-feet above 
ground removed shall be replaced at a 6:1 ratio. Any oak trees impacted 
by development shall be replaced at a 3:1 ratio. Replacement oak trees 
shall be at least one gallon container sizes. 

iv. Description of irrigation plans and plan notes shall indicate compliance with 
the standards of Vegetation Replacement in the North Coast Planning 
Area. 

v. Plan notes shall indicate that all new plants shall be maintained until 
successfully established and in addition, standard planting procedures 
shall be used. 

Geology and Soils 
25. Prior to issuance of construction or grading permits, the applicant's geotechnical 

consultant shall review and approve all geotechnical aspects of the project and grading 
plans (i.e., site preparation and grading, site drainage improvements and design 
parameters for foundations, and retaining walls) to ensure that their recommendations 
have been properly incorporated. The results of the Geotechnical Plan Review shall be 
submitted to the County for review and approval prior to issuance of building permits. 

 
Open Space Easement Agreement 
26. Prior to issuance of construction permits, the applicant shall execute and record (in 

coordination with the County), in perpetuity and in a form approved by County Counsel 
and County Planning Department, evidence of recorded open space easement.  
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Conditions required during site disturbance and/or construction activities 

 
Timing of New Construction and Grading 

 

27. Land clearing and grading shall be avoided during the rainy season if there is a potential 
for serious erosion and sedimentation problems. All slope and erosion control measures 
shall be in place before the start of the rainy season. Soil exposure shall be kept to the 
smallest area and the shortest feasible period. 

 
Preservation of Trees and Native Vegetation 
28. During project construction, materials, including debris and dirt, shall not be stockpiled 

within 15 feet of any tree, and shall be minimized under tree driplines. Stockpiled materials 
shall be removed frequently throughout construction. All stockpiled materials shall be 
removed before final inspection. 

29. During project construction, should any existing vegetation be disturbed or removed 
during construction, the applicant shall revegetate with native, drought and fire-resistant 
species consistent with fire safety standards. 

 
General 

30. During construction activities, temporary construction staging area(s) shall be 
maintained in the following condition: 
a. No blowing plastic or other materials on and off-site. 
b. No weeds. 
c. Apply dust control measures as necessary. 
d. Control of stormwater. 

 
31. The applicant shall be required to maintain compliance with all permitting agencies, 

including but not limited to the RWQCB, Air Pollution Control District, Environmental Health, 
and the Planning and Building Department. 

 
Conditions to be completed prior to final building inspection /establishment of the use 

Geology and Soils 

32. Prior to final building inspection, the soils engineer, certified project engineering 
geologist of record, and County Geologist (Cotton, Shires, and Associates) shall verify, as 
applicable, that construction is in compliance with the intent of the plan review, geologic 
reports and the soils engineering report. The soils engineer, certified engineering geologist 
of record shall provide written verification that the recommendations of the preceding 
geologic, and County Geologist reports and information have been incorporated into the 
final design and construction, and such verification shall be submitted to the Department 
of Planning and Building for review and approval. 

 
Landscape 
33. Landscaping in accordance with the approved landscaping plan shall be installed or 

bonded for before final building inspection / establishment of the use. If bonded for, 
landscaping shall be installed within 60 days after final building inspection. If installed or 
bonded for, the landscaping shall thereafter be maintained in a viable condition in 
perpetuity. If landscaping is for screening, such landscape must be maintained to provide 
the required or better screening in perpetuity. 

 
Preservation of Trees and Native Vegetation 
34. Prior to final building inspection, all areas of the site disturbed by project construction 

shall be re-vegetated with native, drought and fire-resistant species that are compatible 
with the habitat values of the surrounding forest. 
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35. Prior to final building inspection, any Monterey pine trees that are six inches or more 

in diameter 4.5-feet above ground removed shall be replaced at a 4:1 ratio. Any oak trees 
that are four inches or more in diameter 4.5-feet above ground removed shall be replaced 
at a 6:1 ratio. Replacement shall be consistent with the replacement measures outlined in 
the North Coast Area Plan. 
a. Any Monterey pine trees that are six inches or more in diameter 4.5-feet above 

ground are impacted shall be subject to a replanting ratio of 2:1. 

b. Any oak trees that are four inches or more in diameter 4.5-feet above ground 
which are impacted shall be subject to a replanting ratio of 3:1. 

 
Fire Inspection 
36. Prior to final inspection, the applicant shall obtain final inspection and approval from 

County Fire of all required fire/life safety measures. 

Best Management Practices 
37. Prior to final building inspection, the applicant or designee shall remove all temporary 

BMPs, including plastic materials. 

Development Review Inspection 
38. Prior to final building inspection, the applicant shall contact the Department of Planning 

and Building to have the site inspected for compliance with the conditions of this approval. 

Grading, Drainage, Sedimentation and Erosion Control 
39. All areas disturbed by grading activities shall be revegetated with temporary or permanent 

erosion control devices. Devices must be installed in conjunction with any grading and 
must effectively control siltation 

Fencing 
40. Prior to final inspection / establishment of the use, provide a 6-foot high chain link 

fencing and or chain link fencing with redwood slats along the property line(s) of the site. 

Regulatory Permitting 
41. Prior to final inspection / establishment of the use, the applicant shall provide 

satisfactory evidence that Regional Water Quality Control Board waste discharge permits 
have either been secured or that the regulatory agency has determined that their permit 
is not required.  

 
42. Prior to final inspection / establishment of the use, the applicant shall provide 

satisfactory evidence that Regional Water Quality Control Board outfall extension permits 
have either been secured or that the regulatory agency has determined that their permit 
is not required 

On-going conditions of approval (valid for the life of the project) 

Access 
43. On-going condition of approval (valid for the life of the project), and in accordance 

with County Code Section 13.08, no activities associated with this permit shall be allowed 
to occur within the public right-of-way including, but not limited to, project signage, tree 
planting, fences, etc., without a valid encroachment permit issued by the Department of 
Public Works. 

44. On-going condition of approval (valid for the life of the project), the property owner 
shall be responsible for operation and maintenance of public road frontage landscaping, 
maintaining County driveway sight distance standards in a viable condition and on a 
continuing basis into perpetuity.

basis) shall comply with the standards of Section 23.06 (Operational Standards- 
23.06.040-.062- Noise Standards). 
 

46. During a prolonged dry season, the Water Reclamation Facility (WRF) is permitted to 
operate for up to 24 hours per day, five days per week, between May and November, 
subject to implementation of the Adaptive Management Plan and the continued need to 
protect Environmentally Sensitive Habitat Areas (ESHA). A “prolonged dry season” shall 
mean any period occurring between May and November during which either of the 
following conditions exist: 
a. Below-average precipitation has occurred, or is projected to occur, as determined by 

the CCSD based on rainfall totals, groundwater conditions, or other hydrologic 
indicators used in determining the District’s Water Shortage Emergency Stages; 
and/or 

b. A Water Shortage Emergency Stage 3 Condition (Water Shortage Warning) or any 
more severe Stage is declared by CCSD. 

 

A prolonged dry season shall be deemed to continue for the duration of the applicable 

hydrologic conditions or declared Water Shortage Emergency Stage. 

 

In addition, the WRF may operate at any time of the year during any formally declared 

Stage 5 (Extreme Water Shortage Emergency) or Stage 6 (Exceptional Water Shortage 

Emergency) Water Conditions under the Cambria Community Services District Water 

Shortage Emergency Stages, when operation of the WRF is required to support 

emergency water supply, system reliability, public health, or environmental protection 

objectives. 

 

When operating, the WRF shall be staffed Monday through Friday, 24 hours per day, with 

two employees per shift for three consecutive shifts (4:00 AM to 12:00 PM, 12:00 PM to 

8:00 PM, and 8:00 PM to 4:00 AM). Operation under this condition is anticipated to 

generate approximately 35.4 acre-feet of water per month, subject to monitoring and 

adaptive management requirements. 

 

All WRF operations shall remain consistent with applicable permit conditions, 
environmental mitigation measures, and regulatory requirements. 
 
WRF operation shall cease when stream flow in San Simeon Creek resumes in 

accordance with the August 2024 San Simeon Creek Instream Flows Assessment final 

report. 

General 
47. This land use permit is valid for a period of 24 months from its effective date unless time 

extensions are granted pursuant to Land Use Ordinance Section 23.02.040, or the land 
use permit is considered vested. This land use permit is considered vested once a

construction permit has been issued, substantial site work has been completed, or 
commencement of the approved use as determined by the Department of Planning and 
Building Director has occurred. Substantial site work is defined as physical and verifiable 
improvements to the project site in excess of maintenance, preliminary studies, or minor 
preparations, which clearly demonstrates intent to develop the project, or demonstrable 
actions incurring significant liabilities in good faith effort to develop the project. 

 
48. All conditions of this approval run with the land and shall be strictly adhered to, within the 

time frames specified, and in an on-going manner for the life of the project. Failure to 
comply with these conditions of approval may result in an immediate enforcement action 
by the Department of Planning and Building. If it is determined that violation(s) of these 
conditions of approval have occurred, or are occurring, this approval may be revoked 
pursuant to Section 23.10.160 of the Coastal Land Use Ordinance. 

Indemnification 
49. The applicant shall, as a condition of approval of this land use permit application, defend, 

hold harmless and indemnify, at his or her sole expense (including attorney’s fees, with 
Counsel approved by the County), any action brought against the County of San Luis 
Obispo, its present or former officers, agents, or employees, by a third party challenging 
either its decision to approve this land use permit or the manner in which the County is 
interpreting or enforcing the conditions of this land use permit, or any other action by a 
third party relating to approval or implementation of this land use permit. The applicant 
shall reimburse the County for any court costs and attorney fees that the County may be 
required by a court to pay as a result of such action, but such participation shall not relieve 
the applicant of his obligation under this condition. Upon request of the County, the 
applicant shall also enter into a separate agreement with the County (the “Indemnity 
Agreement”), in a form approved by County Counsel, agreeing to defend, indemnify, save 
and hold harmless the County, its present or former officers, agents, or employees, against 
actions by a third party challenging either its decision to approve this land use permit or 
the manner in which the County is interpreting or enforcing the conditions of this land use 
permit, or any other action by a third party relating to or arising out of the approval or 
implementation of this land use permit. The agreement shall provide that the applicant will 
indemnify the County and reimburse it for any costs and/or attorney’s fees which the 
County incurs as a result of such action, and that the County’s participation or non-
participation in any such litigation shall not relieve the applicant of his or her obligations 
under this condition or the agreement. The applicant shall also provide sufficient 
guarantees for the obligations hereunder as determined by County Counsel. Any violation 
of this condition, including the applicant’s failure to execute the Indemnity Agreement or 
breach thereof, or failure to provide sufficient guarantees, is grounds for the County to 
rescind and/or revoke its approval of this land use permit. These defense and indemnity 
obligations shall survive any recission, revocation and/or set aside of this land use permit.

• Prior to work commencing, the bypass was tested to confirm that it could maintain normal 
system demand. Staff coordinated with Chief Burkey to ensure awareness during the 
transition and to monitor pressures at multiple locations throughout the pressure zone. 
Upon activation of the bypass, system pressure remained stable, with only an approximate 
5 psi reduction observed. 

• On the day of the valve replacement, all operational precautions were taken. Staff manually 
filled all tanks to capacity and temporarily secured booster pumps to prevent potential 
issues. The majority of Cambria’s water demands were supplied by the Fiscalini Tank during 
work. Contractors completed the valve replacement efficiently, and once installation was 
confirmed, normal pumping operations were restored in automatic mode through the 
SCADA system. The system returned to standard configuration without the temporary 
bypass pressure-reducing valve.

• A tree fell onto a dry-barrel fire hydrant. Fortunately, the hydrant remained intact, and Water 
Department staff were able to shut it down using the hydrant valve. County Road 
Maintenance was contacted, and within two hours, the tree was removed from both the 
roadway and the area adjacent to the hydrant. 

• Staff subsequently operated the hydrant and utilized acoustic listening equipment to 
confirm proper function and verify there were no subsurface leaks. Because this is a dry-
barrel hydrant, isolation occurs at the main valve connection to the water main below grade.

Adaptive Management Plan (AMP) 
Description:  
The AMP is a surface water, groundwater, and biological monitoring program designed to detect 
potential impacts on sensitive biological resources, requiring groundwater modeling and 
monitoring while the WRF is in operation. 
Current Status Update: 
The 2017 AMP is available on the District website.

AMP monitoring is ongoing. Per methods described in the AMP, quarterly surveys are conducted at 
eight (8) survey sites to collect data and to describe survey conditions, habitats, stream flows, 
surface water quality, 9P7 soil moisture, and observed species.

The final day and night protocol surveys were performed on July 26th. Biologist Kevin Merk is in the 
process of assembling the annual Amp Report.

San Simeon Well Field (SSWF) Transmission Main Project 
Description:  
Developing a permanent repair of the San Simeon Well Field Water Transmission Main. This project 
will also include solutions for the parallel Secondary Effluent Main.    
Current Status Update: 
The current target is to proceed with the installation by summer or fall of 2027. 
The Caltrans Encroachment Permit has been successfully granted and was extended in December. 
The District and consultants are working with State Parks to obtain a Right of Entry (ROE) to perform 
potholing for utility locations and geotechnical analysis on State Parks’ property. This analysis is 
needed to inform the final pipeline design. 
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Project Status Summaries (Continued) 
 

 
Project: Pilot project for Zero Liquid Discharge for Brine in WRF 
Description: Pilot study project to test innovative technology for brine reduction with the goal of 
zero liquid discharge 
Current Status Update: 
ZLD testing has been completed, and the ZLD pilot equipment has been demobilized. We are 
looking forward to receiving data regarding the test process and operational cost estimates. The 
report is expected by mid-March. Please note that the completion timeline for this report is solely 
under the control of Global Water Innovations. 
 
Project: Stuart Street Tank Project 
Description: Critical water infrastructure project to rebuild the Stuart Street tanks, which have 
reached their useful operational life   
Current Status Update: 
All the major painting and coating work on the first tank has been completed, with only a small 
amount of touch-up left before the painting work is complete. The cathodic protection system is 
being installed. Upcoming work includes installing final piping, telemetry, and electrical systems, 
followed by disinfection and commissioning. The CCSD appreciates the community's patience and 
cooperation during this major capital improvement project. 
 
Final touch-ups to the interior and exterior have been made. Power to the cathodic protection 
rectifiers has been completed. The transducer/tank level indicator has been installed. Final grading 
around Tank 1, to be performed along with the tank's disinfection and commissioning, is scheduled 
for mid-March.

Project: Santa Rosa Streambank Stabilization Project 
 
Description: This project is to address ongoing erosion along Santa Rosa Creek and to protect 
adjacent infrastructure, improve water quality, and enhance long-term ecological resilience within 
a sensitive habitat. 
Current Status Update: 
The Board approved staff to begin the project and authorized the release of a request for proposals 
(RFP). The RFP was released on February 18th and closes on March 17th. Ongoing agency 
coordination is taking place concurrently with the RFP proposal process. An example of 
coordination included communication with The Friends of Fiscalini Ranch, which provided a letter 
of support for the project. Staff will review all proposals received from the RFP and score internally 
to provide a recommendation to the R&I Committee for review and to the Board of Directors for final 
approval of the selected contract.

Description: Replacing backup power generators at the Leimert Tank and Booster Station and the 
Stuart Tank and Booster Station.

There was no Chair Report, or Committee Member Communications. 

Utilities Manager Green gave a brief Utilities Department Report. 

• EV Infrastructure and Funding moving forward for District EV vehicles. 
• CalTrans permit for San Simeon Transmission Line project received, still waiting on State Parks Right of 

Entry permit. 
• B4 Lift Station project will need a CDP and additional studies. 
• ZLD Pilot Project Components have been removed from WRF site. The Pilot test removed 98% of the 

liquid from the brine waste effluent. 
• AMI installation nearly complete, integration into system ongoing. 
• District is planning to use goats and sheep for weed abatement where possible again this year. 
• SR4 easement road needs some more work due to existing underground infrastructure too near the surface

• Stuart St tank coatings are being inspected, cathodic protect equipment is installed, and extensive 
disinfection process will be undertaken before this new tank goes online.

Regular Business: Tour of the Stuart Street Water Tank Construction Project. No formal action of any kind was 
taken. The Committee and public toured the new water tank, getting a peek inside the beautiful tank as well 
through the inspection portholes. Utilities Manager Green described the next steps for this tank to be completed, 
including the rigorous disinfection process and the extensive tests needed to ensure water quality safety needed 
before filling the tank  and putting it online. He talked about the anticipated timing for the demolition of the 
remaining bolted water tank once the completed tank was put online, expectations of the construction timeline 
for the remaining new tank, and the possibility of having our government officials present for a celebration of 
the completion of the Stuart St Tank Replacement Project. 

Future Agenda Items: Chair Dean asked for future agenda items. The ZLD Pilot Test Data  Report was 
requested. Other future agenda items mentioned by Staff were review of RFP responses for the Santa Rosa 
Creek Streambank Restoration Project, the Urban Water Management Plan, and the Annual Water Supply and 
Demand Assessment.

Cambria Forest Committee February 13, 2026 Meeting summary 
 
The meeting was called to order by Chair Crosby Swartz at 10:11 AM.  In attendance via Zoom were Treasurer 
Laura Swartz, CFC Board member Julie Jorgensen, Christine Heinrichs, Friends of the Fiscalini Ranch Preserve 
(FFRP) Executive Director Kitty Connolly, and Cambria Community Services District (CCSD) Board Director 
and CFC liaison Harry Farmer.  Attending by telephone was California Native Plant Society (CNPS) local 
representative Neil Havlik. 
 
Treasurer Swartz notified us nothing has changed, with $1,239.06 in the bank account.  Payment on the CFC 
PO Box will be due in March. 
 
Under Organization Reports, Mr Havlik had nothing new to provide, stating “it’s been pretty quiet”.  Ms Swartz 
asked Neil if the NPS ever did invasive weed removal, to which he replied “occasionally”, meaning a couple of 
times a year volunteers get together to remove Broom and velt grass.  The events are called “broom 
bashes”.  Laura commented that locally velt grass has “invaded” Strawberry Canyon, but so far it’s been “kept it 
at bay” in Fern Canyon.  Christine Heinrichs remarked on the abundance of pampas grass throughout 
Cambria.  Of real concern to her is how much is growing behind Columbia Bank on Main St in the East Village, 
as it’s “turned into a terrible mess”.  Crosby added how flammable pampas grass is, therefore a serious fire 
danger to the community, and perhaps this should be brought to the attention of Cambria Fire Chief Michael 
Burkey.  Neil Havlik stated years ago he’d been involved in a pampas grass removal project where much 
burning was done, killing 80% of the plants, with the remainder considerably weakened.  Crosby pointed out 
what an environmental hazard this could be.  Ms Heinrichs added she didn’t know of any herbicides that could 
kill it.  Kitty Connolly said the Fire Safe Council has an eradication program for broom with former Cambria 
Fire Captain Steve Bitto involved, perhaps he’d be willing to address the pampas grass issue.  Neil informed us 
that many years ago the County Agriculture Department had a weed management program that was very 
effective in addressing issues such as this, but he didn’t know if this still existed.  Kitty went to the County web 
site and found this program is still active.  Ms Jorgenson said her experience was cutting the plant down to the 
ground and pouring a little Round Up on the cut stem which killed the plant.  Mr Farmer related a couple of 
circumstances 20 or so years ago where Round Up and/or burning were used effectively to remove pampas 
grass, including in Strawberry Canyon.  
 
Ms Swartz suggested perhaps this issue could be addressed at a Parks, Recreation and Open Space (PROS) 
Committee meeting.  Crosby thought a good idea would be to find the worst cases of pampas grass (and Broom) 
in Cambria and bring this to the attention of Chief Burkey.  Ms Connolly remarked at one time the Fire Safe 
Council was involved in removing pampas grass from behind the Bank on Main St.  A brief discussion talked 
about a particular invasive plant growing wild off of Highway One by Cambria Pines Road. 
 
Ms Connolly reported on activities of FFRP on the Fiscalini Ranch, first reminding us of the December habitat 
planting of 412 understory plants. And while most are doing okay thanks to the rain we’ve had, some seem to 
have been eaten, likely by deer.  She very quickly stated FFRP had their Annual Board meeting in January 
which includes the election of officers.  FFRP is also working with the Upper Salinas-Las Tablas Resource 
Conservation District (US-LT RCD) in a “remarkably collaborative effort” to address forest health/fuel 
reduction on the Ranch, with the program to begin this coming August.  The spreading of wood chips and 
creating “log decks” was briefly addressed.  In responding to a question from Ms Heinrichs that was a town 
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topic, Kitty confirmed the trees obtained by FFRP that were planted on the East Ranch are in fact Monterey 
Pines! 
 
Julie Jorgensen returned to the pampas grass issue, suggesting horticulturist Paul Williams could recommend 
less toxic remedies than Round Up.  Christine added the real danger are actually “Round Up ready crops” which 
harm the workers in the field as well as the health of the consumer. 
 
Crosby provided a short report from Greenspace, including an update on the annual January planting of 1,000 
plants on State Park property off San Simeon Creek Road.  Problematic was some of the plants were rather 
small and could be eaten.  Laura suggested the germination rate could improve if coverings were initially placed 
on the plants,  We were reminded Greenspace would again be having their Annual Earth Day event on Sunday, 
April 19th at the Center St Creekside Reserve. 
 
Crosby stated some pile burning was still needed on Rancho Marino. 
 
He also alluded to the Santa Rosa Stream Bank Repair issue discussed at Thursday’s CCSD meeting.  He 
remembered when this problem also occurred many years ago the Land Conservancy of San Luis Obispo was 
heavily involved and perhaps should be contacted to perhaps provide some knowledge from the past that could 
be helpful this time. 
 
Crosby also addressed the CCSD 2026 Fire hazard Fuel Reduction Program that would be initiated in a couple 
of months, expressing concern of too much tree removal taking place.  Ms Connolly said not only herself but 
other community members were disappointed as to the continued removal of trees in our town.  Crosby 
reminded us of the importance of trees in the removal of green house gases from the environment.  Also 
discussed was encouraging growth by placing chicken wire around new trees, as well as weed whacking around 
trees to make them more visible, therefore less chance of them being removed during fuel reduction projects. 
 
Also discussed was the danger of poisonous mushrooms becoming more prominent, with folks actually dying 
from accidentally consuming them.  Kitty said the California Department of Health was sending out information 
on this issue, 
 
Finally, Christine Heinrichs informed us of the meeting of the Chumash Heritage Marine Sanctuary Advisory 
Council in Cambria on Saturday, May 15, 2026.  The fact the controversial off shore wind projects promoted in 
the recent past have been abandoned was overall received with much gratitude. 
 
Chair Swartz adjourned the meeting at 11:08 AM

North Coast Advisory Council February 18, 2026 Monthly Meeting summary          
 
The meeting was called to order by Chair Christina Galloway at 6:00 PM.  A quorum was established.  There 
was no Treasurer’s Report.  As a result, a motion to Approve tonight’s Agenda and the Minutes of the NCAC 
January 21st, 2026 was made by Brian Glusovich, with a second by Jeff Bloom.  Council approval was 
unanimous. 
 
There was no Public Comment. 
 
Commander Abbas from the County Sheriff’s Department provided a brief report on call for service statistics in 
January.  He responded to a query from Chair Galloway regarding graffiti, stating there had been no further 
problem in Cambria in this area after difficulties in January.  He spoke to an anticipated increased deployment 
from the Sheriff’s Dept during 4th of July activities, especially in Cayucos.  When asked about the effect of 
Highway One being reopened, he stated there’s yet to be an increase in traffic. 
 
There was only a written summary from Commander Darren Gennuso of the California Highway Patrol.  
 
Cambria Fire Chief Michael Burkey gave a lengthy 20 minute report on many topics regarding the Fire 
Department.  Of serious discussion was an increase in dual ambulance calls, where two ambulances would be 
needed at one time, including out of the immediate area as ambulance coverage is from the Big Sur area to Villa 
Creek just north of Cayucos.  As a result, call times would on occasion not be as quick as desired.  Also, he 
reported there has been a steady increase in medical emergencies in the past year.   
 
Under Public Comment, Cambria resident Katie Wassenaar requested an update regarding  the ongoing problem 
in the Ramsey/Newton area, stating Code Enforcement is still not addressing structural or other safety 
issues.  In the absence of both Supervisor Bruce Gibson and his assistant Jim Dantona, Chair Galloway referred 
to a report from the Supervisor, stating the pool at that residence had been declared a health hazard.  Ms 
Wassenaar remarked the situation was, “still the same nothing burger!”. 
Chair Galloway also spoke for Beautify Cambria President Claudia Harmon, informing us of the Saturday, 
March 28th Goodwill Drive fundraiser, as well as Saturday, June 27th Butterfly, Bee and Bat Faire taking place 
on downtown Burton Drive from the bridge to Main St.    
 
Deborah Boynton reported on the recent Fire Safe Focus Group meeting, stating an Evacuation Brochure was 
still being made.  She also provided an update on Fire Safe Fuel Reduction efforts in both Strawberry Canyon 
and Rancho Marino.  She added that determining and seeking available grant funding was a main focus at this 
time.  The web site for further information is:  firesafeslo.org 
 
A presentation was then made by SLO County Planning representative Claire Momberger, providing an update 
on the Regional Housing Incentive Program approved by the Board of Supervisors in October 2025.  She 
considers the work recently done on Phase One of the RHIP, the Housing Element Implementation, to have 
been a “huge accomplishment”.  She stated the process is now moving to Phase Two, where on March 10th, the 
Planning Staff will present Housing options to the Board, with comments from both the Board and County 
residents regarding the future of Housing in SLO County.  She said County Planning is trying to reshape policy 
in this area, including streamlining the permitting process.  She remarked, “State regulations are very housing

happy…”, and she wants communities to be happy with decisions made moving forward. 
Council member Jeff Bloom inquired as to what is the Housing Element Implementation?    Ms Momberger 
stated this is an update on an 8 year cycle covering years 2020-2028, examining the status of housing, the needs 
in this area, and programs and policies to address.  She added further information could be found at:            
www.slocounty.ca.gov          Regional Housing Incentive Program Guide 
 
Under Land Use Planning, changes to an 1155 square foot home at 2183 Sherwood was discussed.  Home 
owner David MacMahan gave a nice presentation on the project, which is an 875 foot addition of a master 
bedroom and bathroom to an old Warren Leopold home.  The plan is to not touch the original structure, and 
preserve the ocean front view as well. He added that,, "the addition would be near the street and not the 
bluff”.  Dane Mueller from County Planning said the California Coastal Commission and County Planning see 
the proposal as an “addition to a non conforming structure”.  Mr MacMahan remarked that a number of 
demands by the County have been slowing down the project, which is frustrating as he and his family have a 
deep affection for the community and look forward to continue to call Cambria home.  Council member Jeff 
Bloom said he questions the standards and policies of County Planning, having had no problem tearing down 
the Warren Leopold house at 2675 Sherwood to be replaced by an over 2100 square foot house that blocks the 
ocean view and will be used mainly as a vacation rental, while Mr MacMahan is experiencing one challenge 
after another.  Asked about the future of this addition to an original home, Mr Mueller cautiously said the 
project would “definitely hopefully” be approved. 
 
Next was a update on the recent Cambria Community Services District  Board meeting of February 12th 
provided by Board President Harry Farmer.  A short  description of various items, from the current and future 
circumstances of the Skatepark, to a public safety presentation by State of California Fish and Wildlife officer 
Matt Gil regarding the the feeding of wildlife, were highlighted.  Mr Gil firmly stated that not only is the 
feeding of wildlife illegal, but doing so can have negative effects on the health of many creatures, especially 
deer.  Regular agenda items briefly addressed included the upcoming Strategic Planning Workshop on March 
2nd, the Santa Rosa Creek Streambank Repair and Enhancement Project, and a contract approved by the Board 
with the company OpenGov to provide an Asset Management Computer Maintenance System to help keep track 
of needed future improvements regarding District infrastructure and other areas of importance.  
 
CCSD General Manager Matt MacElhenie further elaborated on items described by President Farmer, including 
provided more input on the Strategic Planning Workshop, as well as describing and showing video and photos 
of ongoing major improvements taking place at the Cambria Veterans Hall. 
 
Council member Bloom again expressed his frustration, this time regarding the hold up with building the 
Skatepark due to needing a restroom and other issues slow focused on by FEMA and County agencies.  Council 
Chair Galloway remarked that the town needs to be realistic about the priorities of the District, and the basic 
needs and services of the community regarding water, wastewater and fire protection provided by the 
CCSD.  Projects  such as the Skatepark and Community Park, while desired by many, place demands on staff 
time and finances that affect the most important functioning of the District. 
 
There was no Cambria Community Healthcare District Report. 
 
At this point the meeting was adjourned by Chair Galloway at 8:26 PM
